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City Manager's participation in Rural Futures Forum

City Manager Tom Weldon explained that one of the
opportunities offered through the Rural Development
Initiative's (RDI) visionary process that is going on now is for
five or six community members to get specialized training in
economic development and personal management areas. This
is through the Rural Futures Forum which is a series of five
long week-end seminars held in the Willamette Valley. These
require a firm commmitment from the people selected (and their
employers) to attend these sessions which begin at 8:00 a.m. on
Fridays and end at noon on the next Sunday. Mr. Weldon
requested approval of the City Council for his participation in
the process.

Councilor Curry moved, Councilor Scott seconded and
the Council voted unanimously to approve City
Manager Tom Weldon's participation in the Rural
Futures Forum and for the City to pay for gasoline for
a van to take all participants to the meetings.
