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Rulemaking Need

State rules and SIP must be updated when anticipated changes are made to National Ambient Air Quality Standards 

(NAAQS) for particulate.
Summary

In late 2006, it is expected that EPA will finalize revisions to national ambient air quality standards (NAAQS) for 

particulate by lowering the existing PM2.5 NAAQS, adopting a new NAAQS for coarse particulate, and revoking the

 existing PM10 NAAQS. Associated with the change in standards will be federal rules governing implementation of 

new standards and the revocation of PM10. These rules are expected to include changes to monitoring requirements,

 New Source Review and Prevention of Significant Deterioration, and may affect other Oregon strategies and rule 

Divisions including industrial permitting requirements. States are anticipating that rulemaking will be needed in 

2007 and 2008, after EPA finalizes the new standards and issues implementation guidance. These changes could be 

bundled as one comprehensive rulemaking package, or addresses through separate rulemakings depending on the 

content and timing of EPA actions. Rulemakings anticipated in 2007-2008 include, but are not limited to:

1. Adopting new federal particulate standards as state air quality standards

2.Updating permitting requirements to reflect PM2.5 and PMcoarse requirements

3.Updating NSR/PSD requirements for new and expanding industry

4.Addressing revocation of the PM10 standard.

Other PM strategies such as changes to transportation conformity requirements, open burning, and Smoke 

Management, are being handled through separate rulemakings.
Rule Development Resources

HQ (AQ Planning), with regional assistance. Once the federal rules are finalized, AQ-HQ will need to determine the 

level of resources needed and will provide that information during the start rulemaking proposal.
Rule Implementation Resources

HQ, Region. Any changes to industrial requirements, PSEL, NSR, PSD, etc. would likely require some involvement 

from regional managers and permit writers.
