·         have me submit it electronically, I will combine some fields and eliminate some duplicated information. FYI, the electronic SOS form and the notice elements in the blueprint are identical. We no longer have to restate the same information throughout the fiscal and there are some very slight field changes. I get immediate confirmation of the success of the submittal.
