Dear Representative Hanna:
DEQ and Lane Regional Air Protection Agency are proposing to adopt an air quality attainment plan and associated rule amendments for the Oakridge non-attainment area. The plan is designed to meet the federal health standards for fine particulate matter, 2.5 microns and less in size. 
The proposed fine particulate plan will bring the Oakridge area into compliance with the 2006 24-hour standard by 2014 as required by federal law. This attainment plan fulfills federal requirements for U.S. Environmental Protection Agency designated nonattainment areas.

If the LRAPA Board adopts this rulemaking, the plan and rules will be presented to the Environmental Quality Commission for approval at their December 2012 meeting.
