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DEQ invites input comment from the public on a proposed permanent rule amendment to chapter 340 of the Oregon’s Administrative Rules. 






DEQ proposal
DEQ proposes the following changes to OAR 340, division number 259: 
Since 2007 DEQ was limited inRemove a 2007 limitation for the administration of clean diesel grants. Currently to only certain projects - , exhaust retrofits, non-road engine repowers and pre-1994 truck scrapping – can qualify for federal grant funding.. SB 249 (2013) allows DEQ, when administering federal grants, to include a broader range of clean diesel projects already eligible under federal guidelines. authorizes administration of grants underwritten with federal funds to include the broader range of eligible projects allowed under federal grant guidelines.

DEQ’s objective
The objective of this rulemaking is to increase flexibility in supporting interest and commitments by diesel vehicle and equipment owners to reduce the harmful effects of diesel exhaust exposure.

To determine if the rulemaking meets this objective, DEQ will observe the number and extent of responses to notices of available grant opportunities. Increasing involvement and additional project activity indicates that rulemaking is successful.

Who does this affect?
Parties directly affected by this proposal include owners and operators of diesel powered vehicles and equipment. These parties will see a broader range of project activity supported directly by Department DEQ administered grants. Persons who are exposed to diesel exhaust will also be positively affected by reductions in diesel emissions that occur as a result of successful implementation of funded projects.
