Thanks everyone for your input!  Much appreciated. Michigan has a unique situation, where we have a narrative rule (Rule 323.1057) in our state WQS (Part 4) that allows us to revise and implement numerical WQS for toxics that do not need to be promulgated (pollutants like BCCs and some of the heavy metals have numerical standards in rule under the Great Lakes Initiative (GLI)/40 CFR Part 132. So to revise those toxics listed in the GLI we must go through a formal adoption process that involves the legislature, and EPA review and approval). Ammonia is one of those toxics that we can derive new criteria for and begin using without legislative action and formal adoption, as long as we follow the criteria derivation process outlined in Rule 1057. 



 



As another weird twist, in 2006, the outgoing Governor passed legislation at the 11th hour that prohibited the MDEQ from revising our Part 4 WQS (where this narrative process is housed for deriving criteria for toxics), so things like nutrient criteria adoption have been stalled since it’s not a toxic, since December 2006. However, since the existing Part 4 WQS is where the narrative process lies to derive toxics criteria, we’ve been able to revise most numerical criteria for toxics without much interruption. Confused yet?



 



We are currently using the 1985 criteria for ammonia with some modification. We are just beginning the process to draft chronic ammonia criteria using the toxicity dataset EPA used for the new criteria, and the equations they used. Our numbers will most likely be close (we use an MATC versus an EC20 used by EPA). We are evaluating how this might impact existing wastewater treatment facilities, and what the cost might be for upgrades to meet any new ammonia limits as a result of revising the criteria.



 



We too got the letter from EPA encouraging us to adopt the new ammonia criteria or revise existing state criteria to be comparable to the new criteria.



 



I too would be interested in the technical support document and the upcoming webinar.

Alaska has only just began researching ammonia and potential issues with adoption of the 2013 criteria. We have a new state process in which all regulation proposals must go through the Governor’s office before we can commence any formal efforts. That said, we do highlight ammonia as one of the issues we plan to address during our triennial review and will be accepting comments once we public notice in Sept. While we only have a limited number of large municipal dischargers that would be affected by the adoption, I imagine the seafood industry will have much to say on the matter.

Hi All,



 



Yes, we are in the midst of rulemaking for ammonia based on EPA’s latest rec’s. EPA disapproved OR’s criteria based on EPA’s 1999 rec’s because that criteria was not protective of mussels and snails. We had proposed this criteria way back in 2004, but EPA didn’t take action until just last year. NMFS also called jeopardy on our criteria based on salmonid sensitivity. Therefore, Oregon is proposing to wholly adopt EPA’s 2013 recommendations with no state modifications. Data in OR show that mussels and snails are present almost everywhere in OR (see table below for species present in OR). We have maps as well…. From what I understand, it would be difficult to remove the mussel (especially the snail data) toxicity data from the national dataset, since we have other mussels here (e.g. Margaritifera) that the Unionids would serve as surrogates for. If we wanted to propose criteria based on mussels/snails absent, it would also be considered site-specific criteria. NMFS and EPA have been in discussions to confirm whether EPA’s 2013 criteria rec’s would address NMFS’s Reasonable and Prudent Alternatives. In NMFS’s BiOP, they lay out a very specific process that EPA needs to follow in order to demonstrate that the criteria would be protective. There’s a chance that NMFS would still call jeopardy on EPA’s acute criteria, so we don’t know for sure whether EPA will be able to approve OR’s criteria even if it is based on their latest rec’s, which is a bit frustrating….



 



Since EPA disapproved OR’s criteria which were based on EPA’s 1999 criteria, we fall back to our old criteria based on 1985 EPA rec’s, which is actually what discharging has been using all along since EPA hadn’t yet approved OR’s adopted 1999 criteria. Comparing the 1985 criteria to EPA’s 2013 criteria, the 2013 acute criteria are a bit more stringent, while the chronic criteria are less stringent than our 1985 criteria. This comparison is based on inclusion of mollusk data… Therefore, our stakeholders, including dischargers, have been very supportive of us adopting EPA’s criteria and no one has expressed concern about not developing site specific criteria based on mussels absent. However, that doesn’t preclude us in the future to develop SSC based on mussels absent if circumstances warranted it.

We plan to update the ammonia criteria when we do our next major toxics update.  This will probably begin in 2016 or later, depending on the continuing workload associated with our current rule-making effort to adopt human health criteria and revised implementation tools.  In the interim we implement the ammonia criteria currently in our WQS – these can be found at https://fortress.wa.gov/ecy/publications/publications/0610091.pdf, Table 240(3).



 



With regard to the specific questions you asked:



 



(1)  We will review the recommended criteria and the data sets that support them, and if they are appropriate for WA then would likely adopt without revision



(2) If revision is merited, then we would adopt a revised standard and submit that to EPA for approval



(3) This choice would depend on the results of (1) above.



 



In WA’s last revision of ammonia criteria, we did not adopt the full suite of EPA 1999 recommendations.  We stayed with the older chronic criteria already in the standards for waters with salmonid habitat.  Those criteria were more protective than the 1999 revisions, and we did not have confidence in the 1999 chronic criteria with regard to salmon protection.  So – we do feel comfortable looking at adjustments to EPA guidance values that result in criteria that more appropriately fit biota in our WA.



 



When we start to consider the new ammonia recommendations we will look at the mussel toxicity data set.  Washington has freshwater mussels throughout the state, and we will want to see if the tested species are reflective of WA biota, if a subset of the EPA dataset is more relevant to the state, or whether we need to consider generating toxicity data for spp. reflective of WA waters (we did this for the marine cyanide criteria some years ago and it was a successful approach to make a site-specific standard for Puget Sound waters).  We will not know that until we actually start the review – and until then we are sitting tight on the current approved criteria in the standards.



 



Wish I could be more helpful here – you are ahead of us in updating your ammonia criteria, and we will probably be watching the approach your state takes on this.



 



I am copying Don Essig from Idaho, Andrea Matzke from Oregon, and Brock Tabor from Alaska (all EPA Region 10 states)  – Don – Andrea – Brock - any thoughts?  I know this is likely going to be (or already is) a big issue for states here, one way or another.

In terms of your other question about temperature, we don’t pick a temperature to base the criterion on. In order to compare to the criterion, we have to have temp and pH data from that site in order to compare the data to. Not sure if that answers your question. Are you thinking that Oregon does something like EPA where EPA sets a national criteria at a certain temp and pH? What we and I would think other states really do is adopt the criteria formula, rather than a specific criterion because of the pH and temp dependency. Similar thing for the hardness-based metals. Let me know if you are meaning something else.

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Snake River pH rule


In 2003, inadvertently identified only certain river miles of Snake River for the pH criteria.


Amending rule to correctly identify the entire main stem Snake River as DEQ has been implementing in practice.





Corrections and clarifications














(OAR 340-041-0124) –


Standard is 7.0 – 9.0


Had previously been divided into different basins (Grand Ronde, Owyhee, Powder, Malheur)

West Division Main Canal clarifications


In 2012, EQC removed certain designated uses and adopted basin-specific criteria for irrigation canal in Umatilla Basin.


EPA partially disapproved amendments for lower portion of canal.


Revisions remove disapproved sections and reinstate designated uses and clarify those sections that only apply to upper canal.


Also removed “modified aquatic habitat” from definitions section of standard.





Corrections and clarifications











Where appropriate, indicate where sections apply to upper (constructed channel) portion or lower portion only.  Changes to OAR 340-041-0315, Table 315 and Table 310A.
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Natural conditions criteria clarifications


In 2013, EPA disapproved the natural conditions criterion of the temperature standard and statewide natural conditions criterion.


Adding notes clarifying that these rules no longer effective for Clean Water Act purpose (e.g., permitting, TMDLs).





Corrections and clarifications











As a result of litigation


Not amending any rules, but only adding clarifying notes, so DEQ is not taking public comment on these clarifications.

30B3 (the lowest thirty-day average flow based on a 3-year return interval) using EPA’s 1986 DFLOW procedure


30Q10 (the lowest thirty-day average flow based on a ten-year return interval) using extreme value statistics


30Q5 (the lowest thirty-day average flow based on a five-year return interval) associated with a 30day averaging period


Must also demonstrate that a 7Q10 (the lowest average 7-day once-in-ten-year) is protective of 2.5 times the chronic criteria, to ensure that any short term (4-day) flow variability does not lead to shorter-term chronic toxicity.


Department  currently requires the use of 30Q5 and 7Q10 design conditions for aquatic and human criteria


Permit Writers have discretion to select the appropriate design flow


This might require some facilities to update their Mixing Zone/Water Quality Studies to reflect the appropriate design flow


Characterization and Design Flows











Compliance monitoring is used to ensure effluent limits for ammonia are met


A minimum of 4 monitoring events per 30 day period would be required to demonstrate that “no 4-day average concentrations should exceed 2.5 times the chronic criterion.”


Currently, the amount of monitoring required is based upon a facility’s flow capacity


larger facilities (1 per week) require more monitoring than smaller facilities (1 per month)


Some smaller facilities might require additional monitoring requirements (upto 1 per week)

Due to anti-backsliding rules, in cases where the proposed ammonia criteria result in effluent limits that are less stringent than the current limits, DEQ would typically preserve the more stringent limits.
