The Low Emission Vehicles rulemaking is needing to form and advisory committee and
would like your approval of the potential members we’ve identified. A description of
the rulemaking is below along with the list of potential advisory committee members
and the reason for picking them.
 
Rulemaking Summary:
 
The rulemaking would update existing Low and Zero Emission Vehicle Program rules to
match revisions adopted by California since 2013. Under the federal Clean Air Act,
states that choose to apply emission limits that are more stringent than federal
standards for new vehicles must adopt California’s vehicle emission standards. Oregon
has opted-in to California’s emission standards. Currently, automakers are deemed to
comply with California standards if they comply with federal standards.  However, EPA
has recently indicated it plans to roll back its requirements for model years 2022
through 2025. As a result of EPA’s proposed action, California is proposing to update its
rules to state that compliance with a weakened federal standard will not be deemed
compliant with California standards.  Oregon needs to update its rules to align with
California’s soon-to-be updated rules as well as update other components of our rules
since the last update we did was back in 2013. 
 
DEQ would like to appoint a fiscal advisory committee to review the rules.  The
following potential members have been identified, based on their engagement on
previous LEV rulemakings, their expertise and knowledge of the subject.  This group
provides a representation from the environmental field, non-profit, and manufacturer
side.  The Northwest Auto Trades Association and Manufacturers of Emission Controls
Association are those organizations whose members are affected by potential emission
controls or warranty requirements as a result of the LEV rules. The Alliance and Global
represent all the auto makers, with the exception of Tesla.

The rulemaking would update existing Low and Zero Emission Vehicle Program rules to match
revisions adopted by California since 2013. Under the federal Clean Air Act, states that choose to
apply emission limits that are more stringent than federal standards for new vehicles must adopt
California’s vehicle emission standards. Oregon has opted-in to California’s emission standards.
Currently, automakers are deemed to comply with California standards if they comply with federal
standards.  However, EPA has recently indicated it plans to roll back its requirements for model years
2022 through 2025. As a result of EPA’s proposed action, California is proposing to update its rules
to state that compliance with a weakened federal standard will not be deemed compliant with
California standards.  Oregon needs to update its rules to align with California’s soon-to-be updated
rules as well as update other components of our rules since the last update we did was back in
2013. 
 
DEQ would like to appoint a fiscal advisory committee to review the rules.  The following potential
members have been identified, based on their engagement on previous LEV rulemakings, their
expertise and knowledge of the subject.  This group provides a representation from the
environmental field, non-profit, and manufacturer side.  The Northwest Auto Trades Association and
Manufacturers of Emission Controls Association are those organizations whose members are
affected by potential emission controls or warranty requirements as a result of the LEV rules. The
Alliance and Global represent all the auto makers, with the exception of Tesla.

The Low Emission Vehicles rulemaking is needing to form and advisory committee and would like
your approval of the potential members we’ve identified. A description of the rulemaking is below
along with the list of potential advisory committee members and the reason for picking them.
 
Rulemaking Summary:
 
The rulemaking would update existing Low and Zero Emission Vehicle Program rules to match
revisions adopted by California since 2013. Under the federal Clean Air Act, states that choose to
apply emission limits that are more stringent than federal standards for new vehicles must adopt
California’s vehicle emission standards. Oregon has opted-in to California’s emission standards.
Currently, automakers are deemed to comply with California standards if they comply with federal
standards.  However, EPA has recently indicated it plans to roll back its requirements for model years
2022 through 2025. As a result of EPA’s proposed action, California is proposing to update its rules
to state that compliance with a weakened federal standard will not be deemed compliant with
California standards.  Oregon needs to update its rules to align with California’s soon-to-be updated
rules as well as update other components of our rules since the last update we did was back in

Hello All.
 
I have recently heard of some confusion about the procedure we should follow when
looking for and appointing members to rulemaking advisory committees. This
message is to clarify how DEQ currently does this.
 
It is important to understand that, legally, EQC holds the authority to appoint
advisory committee members. Only people EQC  has specifically authorized can
formally appoint committee members, which is done by signing a formal appointment
letter. Currently, EQC has authorized only the director to make these appointments
and sign the appointment letters. The director in turn has authorized the deputy
director also to make these appointments.
 
There had been a DEQ signature policy that seemed to authorize program managers
to sign these letters. However that policy has been superseded by recent action by
EQC to specifically delegate the appointment authority only to the director.
 
The director and EQC have expressed an interest in being notified about advisory
committee formation further in advance and in being more involved in committee
member selection. We can accommodate this interest by having rule writers and
programs inform me as soon as they determine they will be forming a rulemaking
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advisory committee. I can then keep the director and Stephanie Caldera (who
supports EQC) advised of ongoing and upcoming advisory committee activity. I will
also specifically notify the director and Stephanie about potential committee members
identified by the rule writer or program before we notify those committee members,
so that there is management and EQC input into committee member selection.
