The Department of Environmental Quality has opened public comment for proposed
permanent changes to chapter 340-270-0030 of the Oregon Administrative Rules.

Proposal Summary:

DEQ is proposing to amend the zero-emission vehicle rebate program by changing the
definitions in OAR 340-270-0030 for rebate-eligible light duty zero emission vehicles and
plug in hybrid electric vehicles to include vehicles with at least three wheels. Currently light
duty zero emission vehicles and plug in hybrid electric vehicles are defined as vehicles with at
least four wheels. The proposed change would broaden the range of eligible vehicles to
include those with three wheels.
