III. APPEALS, COMPLIANCE, AND PENALTIES 

A. Any party of record may appeal a decision of the Planning 



Commission to the City Council for review. Appeals must 
be made according to Section 36 of the Zoning Ordinance, 
and must be filed with the City Clerk within ten (10) 
days of the date of Resolution. 

B. Failure to exercise this approval within the time limits 
set either by Resolution or by Ordinance will invalidate 
this permit. 

C. All conditions of approval must be met within the time 
limits set by this Resolution or by Ordinance. Failure 
to meet any condition will prompt enforcement proceedings 
that can result in: 1) permit revocation; 2) fines of up 
to $2,500 per day for the violation period and/or 
imprisonment in the County jail for a term not to exceed 
one (1) year. 

The Secretary of the Commission shall (a) certify to the adoption 
of the Resolution; (b) forthwith transmit a copy of said Resolution 
to City Council of the City of The Dalles; (c) transmit a copy of 
the Resolution along with a stamped approved/denied site plan or 
plat to the applicant.
