1. When the Ad Hoc Committee on Newberg’s Future began their work, they made it clear that
they wanted to first consider the overall vision for the City of Newberg to provide a context
for decisions on population and growth assumptions, land needs and direction of growth.
They also felt that they needed to consider larger issues, such as the environment and quality
of life, when making policy choices. To begin to develop a vision, the Committee listed the
values they brought to their work on the committee, and reviewed some of the City’s existing
visions, goals and policies dealing with growth, community, and land use. The values that
they listed, as well as the statements of visions and values (Chehalem Future Focus), goals
and policies (Newberg Comprehensive Plan) that they reviewed, are stated in Chapter II of
the Committee’s July 21, 2005 Report to City Council. In Chapter V of that document,
“Committee’s Recommendations,” Section H lists the new and revised goals and policies
that the Committee recommended to City Council for possible adoption.

2. On August 1, 2005, Newberg City Council adopted Resolution No. 2005-2590, initating
amendments to the Newberg Comprehensive Plan and Development Code, generally as
described in the recommendations of the Ad Hoc Committee on Newberg’s Future. Among
other actions, the Council committed to holding hearings on and considering the
Committee’s proposed comprehensive plan policies, and directed City staff to undertake the
activities needed to initiate and support that work. It specifically stated that the City

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Council was not obligated to adopt any particular changes, but only to give the matters
full consideration in a public process.

3. The Newberg Planning Commission reviewed the Committee’s recommended
amendments to the comprehensive plan goals and policies in a workshop during their
meeting on October 27, 2005, and considered the amendments following a public hearing
on December 8, 2005. The Planning Commission recommended several small edits
before sending the policies on to City Council.

FISCAL IMPACT: The fiscal impact of the text amendment itself would be minimal. The impact
of the policy changes will depend on how they are implemented.

STRATEGIC ASSESSMENT: This amendment to the text of the Newberg Comprehensive Plan
would clarify the City’s positions on how growth and development should occur, setting the
framework for future planning of the City’s Urban Growth Boundary and Urban Reserve area.

I am writing on behalf of my family, which owns just over two acres of land on
Klimek Lane, adjacent to the newly constructed Providence Newberg Hospital and
just west of the proposed interchange for the projected Newberg-Dundee Bypass
(the exact address of our property is 1217 NE Klimek Lane). It is our hope that
the City of Newberg will annex our land and bring it inside the Urban Growth
Boundary as soon as possible. Upon doing so, our land should be re-zoned to fit
the needs of the growing community.

Our small, once rural community is now in the heart of the newly expanding City
limits (the Newberg City limits end at our property line). The hospital is on our
doorstep to the southwest and the coming bypass looms over our house in the east.
We now understand that the Ad Hoc Committee on Newberg’s Future has
proposed that our property and others be brought into the Urban Growth Boundary
to allow for the population growth Newberg will likely experience in the coming
years. Given these facts, it is obvious that the current zoning (VLDR2.5) for our
property no longer applies.

We appreciate the fact that growth is inevitable and that things must change for the
betterment of everyone in the community. We accept the fact that our small
subdivision on Klimek Lane is no longer either on the “outskirts” of town or rural.
It is our hope that the City of Newberg will annex our land and bring it inside the

Urban Growth Boundary as soon as possible. The proximity of our land to the
new hospital and bypass makes its current zoning not only inappropriate for the
city but also inhibits our ability to realize the land’s full potential.

Introduction

Newberg’s economy has traditionally been rural in nature. As the city with the second largest
population in Yambhill County, Newberg serves as the commerce center for the eastern portion of
the county’s primarily agricultural economy. However, over the past couple of decades, Newberg
has been making a slow transition to a city of more urban characteristics. Newberg’s economic
base has become more diversified, including some of its home-grown industries that have
evolved into national and international leaders in their respective fields. This trend toward
urbanization is likely to continue as the growth of the Portland metropolitan area increasingly
influences the character of Newberg . However, our city is one steeped in history, and is a
community that possesses a strong sense of place. The citizens of Newberg highly value these
characteristics and wish to maintain its unique identity. To do so, Newberg must strengthen its
economic base. Newberg must support its existing businesses while nurturing new enterprises.
Finally, Newberg also recognizes the importance of regionalism in economic development.
Therefore, it will take advantage of the Portland area regional economy while retaining its
separate identity.

Population Profile

Historic and Future Growth Trend

Newberg has grown steadily through the last few decades (Source: U.S. Census Bureau).

Newberg’s population as of July 1, 2004 has been estimated to be 19,910 (Source: Population
Research Center, Portland State University).

Between 1990 and 2000, Newberg’s growth rate was 38%. In comparison, Newberg’s growth
rate was greater than the Portland Metropolitan area’s at 27%,the state of Oregon at 20%, and
Yambhill County’s at 30% (Source: U.S. Census Bureau). It should be noted that Yamhill
County, where Newberg is located, is part of the Portland Metropolitan Statistical Area (PMSA).
While Oregon’s population in general is not expected to grow in the foreseeable future as fast as
in the 1990s, the Portland metropolitan area should grow faster than the state as a whole.
