The site of this proposed land use action is adjacent to W Main St (OR211). ODOT has permitting authority for this facility and an interest in ensuring that this proposed land use is compatible with its safe and efficient operation. Please direct the applicant to the District Contact indicated below to determine permit requirements and obtain application information.
COMMENTS/FINDINGS
There is an existing house with two highway accesses on the property. The applicant proposes a new office/shop building in back NW corner of property behind existing garage and home on site. The proposal is to keep the existing accesses with a one way exit/enter only configuration. As discussed during the pre-application conference, ODOT has access spacing standards to improve the safe operation of the highway. The two existing accesses do not meet ODOT access spacing standards. We recommend that the applicant consolidate the accesses at the wester access location. Turning templates should be provided to show how the largest vehicle would use the access and circulate through the site to ensure vehicles are not backing out onto the highway.
ODOT supports the city’s requirement to install sidewalks and donate right of way consistent with the Transportation System Plan. These improvements will result in additional drainage that will need to be addressed. The property owner informed ODOT that his property naturally drained to the highway right of way before the Cascade Center road widening that resulted in raising the highway which created a drainage problem on the property. Further investigation of the drainage issue is needed. If it is determined that a drainage issue resulted from the Cascade Center project, the ODOT District 2C Maintenance Office will work to resolve the problem. To initiate a conversation with District 2C and our hydraulics engineer, please contact the Development Review Planner identified below to schedule a meeting.
All alterations within the State highway right of way are subject to the ODOT Highway Design Manual (HDM) standards. Alterations along the State highway but outside of ODOT right-of-way may also be subject to ODOT review pending its potential impact to safe operation of the highway. If proposed alterations deviate from ODOT standards a Design Exception Request must be prepared by a licensed engineer for review by ODOT Technical Services. Preparation of a Design Exception request does not guarantee its ultimate approval.  Until more detailed plans have been reviewed, ODOT cannot make a determination whether design elements will require a Design Exception. 
Note: Design Exception Requests may take up to 3 months to process. 
All ODOT permits and approvals must reach 100% plans before the District Contact will sign-off on a local jurisdiction building permit, or other necessary requirement prior to construction.

Frontage Improvements and Right of Way

The deed must be to the State of Oregon, Oregon Department of Transportation. The ODOT District contact will assist in coordinating the transfer. |X|	The applicant shall record cross-over access easements to the adjacent properties with state highway frontage with the County Assessor to facilitate future shared access. Shared access will improve highway safety by reducing potential conflicts between vehicles and between vehicles and pedestrians and bicyclists at closely spaced driveways and will implement ODOT Access Management Program goals. 
Permits and Agreements to Work in State Right of Way
[bookmark: Check6]|X|	An ODOT Miscellaneous Permit must be obtained for all work in the highway right of way. When the total value of improvements within the ODOT right of way is estimated to be $100,000 or more, an agreement with ODOT is required to address the transfer of ownership of the improvement to ODOT. An Intergovernmental Agreement (IGA) is required for agreements involving local governments and a Cooperative Improvement Agreement (CIA) is required for private sector agreements. A drainage study prepared by an Oregon Registered Professional Engineer is usually required by ODOT if:
1. Total peak runoff entering the highway right of way is greater than 1.77 cubic feet per second; or
1. The improvements create an increase of the impervious surface area greater than 10,758 square feet.
