Arrived on site at 8:30 am. to inspect Water Tap 

Double A Tapping Services conducting service line tap to the main water line for 302 N Cole Ave. Water Tap involved a street cut on west side of Cole Ave. Columbia Excavating exposed the water main line by removing approx. 5 yards of fill to open a 3’ wide by 4’ deep trench. line tap was core drilled though a double bale saddle clamp with corporation stop. Columbia Excavating installed a 1’ service line from saddle clamp to meter box location behind the ROW.

Columbia Excavating completed 4” sewer line from the street into the property with clean out behind the ROW. Green tracer wire was placed over pipe with one foot a ¾-0 gravel and green reflective tape. ¾-0 gravel was placed in the trench and compacted in 3’ increments. Cold patch to be placed over the trenches at the end of the Day

Approx. 3’ wide x 8’ long and 4” deep AC and Approx. 5 yards of fill was removed. One double bale saddle clamp with corporation stop.14’ of 4” PVC pipe installed. Approx. 16 yards of ¾-0 gravel of back fill placed in trench and Approx. 8 yards of AC Cold Patch.
