Until more detailed plans have been reviewed, ODOT cannot make a determination whether design elements will require a Design Exception.

The deed must be to the State of Oregon, Oregon Department of Transportation. The ODOT District contact will assist in coordinating the transfer. The property owner must be the signatory for the deed and will be responsible for a certified environmental assessment of the site prior to transfer of property to the Department.

An Intergovernmental Agreement (IGA) is required for agreements involving local governments and a Cooperative Improvement Agreement (CIA) is required for private sector agreements. The agreement shall address the work standards that must be followed, maintenance responsibilities, and compliance with ORS 276.071, which includes State of Oregon prevailing wage requirements.
	Note: If a CIA is required, it may take up to 6 months to process.

Tree spacing and design must be consistent with the ODOT Highway Design Manual (https://www.oregon.gov/ODOT/HWY/ENGSERVICES/Pages/hwy_manuals.aspx) or ODOT must approve a Design Exception. If trees are proposed in the planter strip a Design Exception for the clear zone is required.
	Note: It may take up to 3 months to process a Design Exception.

[bookmark: Check9]|X|	An ODOT Miscellaneous Permit is required for connection to state highway drainage facilities. Connection will only be considered if the site’s drainage naturally enters ODOT right of way. The applicant must provide ODOT District with a preliminary drainage plan showing impacts to the highway right of way.
A drainage study prepared by an Oregon Registered Professional Engineer is usually required by ODOT if:
1. Total peak runoff entering the highway right of way is greater than 1.77 cubic feet per second; or
1. The improvements create an increase of the impervious surface area greater than 10,758 square feet.
