Councilman Gano requested that Item #6 be removed from the Consent Calendar
for further discussion .

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Grobey / Tucker to approve the Consent Calendar , Items 1- 5. CarriedMOrnCM:
unanimously .

The City Attorney read the proclamation and Mayor Hall presented it to Toni
Crater who was representing the senior citizens of Newberg .

Mayor Hall welcomed the Graphic ' s new City Editor , Keith Fredrickson , to the
City of Newberg.

APPOIMMENTS BY THE MAYOR:

Mayor Hall appointed Mike Sturdevant , Earl Smith and Tom Edwards to the
Airport Study Committee . He stated that the Airport Study Committee had a
total of seven members, the three just appointed , Sonja Riihimaki , Eldon
McIntosh , Hal Grobey and Roger Gano.

Mayor Hall appointed Rod Sawyer to replace Bill Humphreys and Ed Stevens to
replace Joe Plews on the Hospital Board .

Gano/ Proctor to approve the Mayor' s appointments . CarriedMOTION:
unanimously .

The Mayor asked the City Planner if he wanted to make any statements
regarding the Airport Study Committee . The City Planner said they are in
the process of preparing the request for qualifications ; He said there are
two ways of selecting airport consultants for the master plan studies . One
is to create a report that identifies the scope of work to be given out to
contractors for them to bid on a specific costs basis . The second way is a
request for qualifications which asks for their experience and ability to
perform on a project in a timely fashion . The Aeronautics Division out of
Seattle suggested that the City use the request for qualifications . A
standardized form is being prepared and it should go out to the newspapers
by the end of this week to start the process for selecting the consultants
to start work on the airport master plan . Notices will also be sent out to
the contractors who have contacted the City . The staff will review the
qualifications and will conpile a list of five or six top candidates that
will be submitted to the committee for them to interview and make the final
decision about the consultant for the project . It is uncertain whether
costs can be incurred before October , but a consultant can be selected at
this time to begin the planning process . We have notified that this project
is fundable , the question is whether or not federal funds will be available
before October .

Mayor Hall stated that the Hospital Commission has requested the Council to
approve Phil Eden to fill the vacancy in January , 1989, when Bill Dolans
term expires . He said this would allow Phil to attend the Board meetings so
he could get a feeling for the Board before he takes office .

Councilman Tucker asked what criteria is being used to select these Board
members. Mayor Hall said the Hospital Board has established a list of what
qualifications they need on the Board . He said there were 10 or 11 people
who had volunteered to serve on the Board . The Board reviewed the
qualifications of those people and then made their selections based on what
qualifications were not on the Board . Councilman Grobey said that the Ad-
Hoc Committee interviewed all but one applicant and then made their
recommendations to the Mayor for his appointments to the Hospital Board .
Councilman Tucker asked if criteria list was available for review . Mayor
Hall said that a copy of the list could be supplied to him. Councilman
Grobey indicated that a list of all members had been compiled indicating
their terms and speciality levels so that the replacement of those
speciality areas can be planned out in advance . Mayor Hall said that
everyone who volunteered for the positions will receive a letter explaining
the qualification criteria . Mr. Tucker said he felt that the Council
members should also have this information available to them.

Mayor Hall asked for a vote on the motion . It was carried unanimously .

REQUESTSFROMTHE FLOOR:

Mary Kina . 204 N. Morton , Newberg , Oregon. She said she and her neighbors
were at the meeting to complain about the problems they are having with dogs
running loose in their neighborhood . She said they all have to clean up
their yards , patios and front porches after the dogs have visited their
property during the night . The dogs are barking constantly . She said a few
weeks ago when she was returning home in the evening she was afraid she
would not be able to get in her house because of the dogs in her yard . She
said that the neighbors have called dog control to complain and that Darlene
has been out there to see what can be done about the situation .

Councilman Gano asked if she knew if the dogs were from a house in that
neighborhood and if they were all from one residence . Mrs. King said that a
majority of the dogs were from one residence . Councilman Gano asked if she
had identified this residence to the Dog Control Officer . Mrs. King said
she had called and that Darlene had been at the Conklin residence . She said
they were told that they had to have proof before anything could be done.
Mrs. King said on the day of her husband ' s funeral the dogs would ' not let
people out of their cars . She said that one dog was taken away and they
were told a citation would be issued . Mrs. King said one of the dogs
actually chased her son and grabbed the back of his leg .

Mayor Hall asked Chief Bishop if he was familiar with this problem . He said
he was not aware of it but that does not mean that it has not been reported .
Mrs. King said she had called dog control and nothing much had happened .

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She also said that the dogs are usually loose on weekends and that is when
they have called . She said she felt that Darlene should not be on call all
the time , that she was entitled to her weekends like everyone else .

Doris Conklin . 113 N. Morton , Newberg , Oregon. She stated the address is
108 N. Morton and the name was Greg Tefford . She said that on Memorial Day
last year the Tefford ' s german shepherd attacked her dog. She said she
filed reports with Darlene and that Darlene was very cooperative . Mrs.
Conklin said that she has called McMinnville and found out that the Teffords
have not licensed their dogs . Mrs. Conklin said the dogs bark all night and
keep the entire neighborhood awake. She said that her neighbors all feel
that something needs to be done about this situation . Both Mrs. King and
Mrs. Conklin spoke very highly of Darlene and thought that she was doing a
good job .

Councilman Grobey asked if residential zoning had a limit of two dogs per
household . The City Planner stated that three or more dogs is called a
kennel and a kennel is permitted only through a conditional use permit in
the City of Newberg .

Mrs. Conklin said she had called the police on Saturday to complain about
the barking dogs. She said that a police officer by the name of Larry came
out to talk to them and he did hear the dog barking . He told her that he
would let Darlene know about the problem .

Chief Bishop said that this was more than a dog problem , it appeared to be a
neighborhood problem . He said he would check into this matter and that the
staff members would work together to make sure this problem is solved .

Councilman Grobey asked if a conditional use was permitted in a residential
zone and if a kennel would have to be in a commercial zone. The City
Planner said that kennels are not permitted in any zone, except small animal
clinics and hospitals . There is a special condition in the ordinance to
deal with special conditional use permits and those would include airports ,
jails , carnivals , and kennels are listed specifically . It does say there is
a restriction on the zoning .

PriBT .TC HFARTNG:

Mayor Hall read the request from the Newberg School District for a street
vacation . He said the staff has requested this matter be continue until the
June 6, 1988 meeting . The City Planner requested that the Council go ahead
with the public hearing so the matter can be closed subject to a written
agreement . The City Manager stated the area to be vacated includes the
access needed by the police and fire to protect the school area . He said
there is a verbal agreement with the school for access for police and fire
purposes . He said it would be better to get a written agreement from the
school .

Mayor Hall opened the public hearing and called for the staff report .

The City Planner said the subject area runs from Sixth Street down to a
connection at College and Eighth intersection . He said there is also a
short extension of Seventh Street which extends into the Edwards gym, a
portion of gym actually sits on the road right - of - way. He said the utili -
ties have been contacted and there are no utilities on the extension side of
Renee School . There is a portion of a PGE line on the extension of Seventh
Street and a portion will be retained for a private easement to maintain
that utility for a distance of 30 feet . The extension around Renee School
will be fully vacated . Road extensions will be south of Renee School and
there will be a paved pathway behind Renee toward the central courtyard area
where police and fire vehicles can gain access . The school district is
looking at building a new school directly behind Edwards and would be con-
nected to the Edwards gym. If the voters approve funds for the building of
the new school then Phase II will not be built and a parking lot would be
placed north of Eighth Street between College and the new school . He said
the school board ' s administrative staff has made a commitment to make the
improvements and funds will be available for them.

Mayor Hall closed the public hearing .

Councilman Gano asked if the request be amended to read that Seventh Street
is being vacated beneath the Edwards School gym and easterly to the point of
the easement that falls on the North - South boundary on the east side of the
property . The City Planner stated that the notice in the newspaper is
accurate .

Councilman Grobey asked if the area came out all the way to right - of -way
line of that street . The City Planner said the entire shaded area on the
map would be vacated . Councilman Grobey asked if they wanted to leave a
strip of public property . The City Planner said if the new school is built
there it would abut that property .

Mayor Hall read the request for annexation , together with a comprehensive
plan amendment and zone change . He asked for abstentions .

Councilman Gano stated he has a possible conflict because he is a partner in
a storage unit business located in Dundee, Oregon . He wished to declare the
conflict , but would not abstain from voting .

Mayor Hall asked if anyone objected to the Council hearing this matter .
There were no objections .

The City Planner passed around a map of the subject area for the Council to
review . He said that Phase I had won architectural awards for its design
and that Phase II was just completed last year . He said the developer is
looking to complete the project by adding Phase III , which would be a total
residential complex of 82 units and 56 storage units . It is the developers
intention to rent the storage units to the occupants of the complex , however
he would offer the units to the public if they were not used by the
apartment occupants . The storage units would abut the railroad tracks and
would provide a sound barrier for the lower level of apartments . The City
Planner said they have received two letters . One from Smurfit saying there
will be noise from moving railroad cars . The other letter is from Yamhill
County . The letter is not signed and it requests the City to place a
moratorium on building activity in the waterfront area . They base this
request on the fact that at sometime in the future there may be a major by-
pass located in this area . He said if the moratorium is passed it would
place the City in an adverse condemnation situation . He indicated that when
he reviewed this project with the Public Works Director it appeared that the
by- pass would be on the north side of Smurfit along 14th Street and the
riverbank . The City Planner stated the staff recommends approval of this
project pursuant to the conditions outlined in the staff report .

Councilman Tucker stated he would like to make a motion or by consensus not
recognize the letter because it is not on letterhead nor has it been signed .
Councilman Gano proposed that a copy of the letter be sent to the County
Commissioners and ask them about the letter .

The City Planner said the City has addressed the issues . Councilman Tucker
stated he felt that Smurfit was putting the City on record , not Woodview
Village . The City Planner stated the correspondence had been noted in this
file .

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Mayor Hall asked if anyone wanted to speak on this matter ,

the Mayor closed the public hearing .
Hearing none,

The City Planner stated the Planning Commission unanimously recommended
approval of this project . They believed this to be a quality project and
also that the storage units , if not filled by the residents , would meet a
need in the community .

Councilman McIntosh asked if the annexation would cover all of this area .
The City Planner stated there would still be an island that would not be
annexed .

Councilwoman Rementeria asked if the storage units would be hidden from
public view . The City Planner said the storage units would be visible , but
they would be architecturally blended with the design of the overall
project . Councilwoman Rementeria stated that she objected to the rental of
the units to the general public in a residential area , she did not object to
them being used by the apartment residents .

Councilman Gano said there was no plan for parking facilities for the people
who would be using the storage units if they were rented out to non-
occupants of the apartments . He also said the landscaping appears to be
insufficient . The City Planner stated the landscaping meets all the
requirements of the City . He said the parking for the apartments was
adequate . Councilman Grobey asked what the requirement was for parking for
the storage units . The City Planner stated there was no parking requirement
for the storage units , it would be the Planning Director ' s discretion . In a
storage facility , parking is usually very limited . Councilman Gano stated
there is no designated parking for the storage units . The City Planner
stated these units are not intended for long term use, only for moving items
in and out of the units . Councilman Gano said the two newest units in
Tigard have a minimum of five parking spaces . Mayor Hall asked if the
roadway was wide enough for two vehicles . The City Planner stated that the
parking spaces for the storage units could be made a condition of the
project . Councilman Tucker asked if the project had to go through a design
review . The City Planner said that it would , however if the Council felt
strongly about the parking spaces they should make that a condition of
project . Councilman Gano stated that if the project was going to be a
commercial venture outside the specific use of the residence then it should
be treated like a commercial venture . The City Planner said additional
parking would be an appropriate condition . The Mayor asked if this should
be a part of the motion or a separate motion . The City Planner suggested
that it be an amendment to the ordinance with an addition of a condition to
Exhibit C of the ordinance .

MOTION: McIntosh / Tucker approve amendment to the Ordinance , Exhibit C, to
add an additional condition which states " no less them five additional
parking spaces shall be provided on- site to provide for parking for the
storage units in addition to the parking currently identified on the site " .

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5 yes - 1 no ( Rementeria ).The Mayor asked for a vote on the motion :

MOTION: Grobey / McIntosh to read the ordinance by title only . Carried
unanimously . The Mayor asked for the ordinance to be read by total only and
the additions section .

The City Attorney read Ordinance No. 88- 2228 by title only and the addition
to Exhibit C - adding provision #7 - no less than five additional parking
spaces will be provided on- site for the storage units . These parking spaces
will be in addition to those presently provided for .

The Ordinance failed - 4 yes votes ( Grobey , McIntosh , Proctor , Tucker ); 2 no
votes ( Gano, Rementeria ) ; 2 absent ( Halstead , Young). Ordinance must pass
by a majority of the entire membership of the Council ( Chapter VIII Section
37( c).

The City Planner stated there must be a greater finality for a land use
decision - approval or denial has to be made rather than the absence of an
approval . He said a new vote was needed to either approve or deny the
matter at this meeting , or the Council could hold it open for an additional
meeting .

Councilman Grobey stated the prevailing side has to make the motion for
reconsideration .

Councilman Gano asked if the commercial aspect could be addressed in the
residential area if the motion was reconsidered . The City Planner stated
that the Council has the ability to restrict the use of the storage units to
the project only , so they would not be commercial use. He said the Planning
Commission discussed this issue and came to the conclusion that if the units
could not be filled within the project , it would still meet a need because
of future riverfront development . Councilman Gano asked if the developer
could come back to the Council later if they wanted to go commercial . The
City Planner said they could request an amendment to the PUDand pay the fee
for us to amend the ordinance to allow for some commercial use. The City
Planner said this matter could be held open and the developer could address
this issue at the next meeting because they want to start the project this
summer.

Councilman McIntosh asked if there was any indication from the current
residents as to interest in the storage units . The City Planner said the
units would be offered first to all of the residents in the apartments . If
the units could not be rented to residents then the developer would like to
rent them out to the community .

Councilman Gano asked the City Planner to write some language to prohibit
the commercial useage at this time .

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Gano/ Grobey to reconsider the Council ' s last action on the publicNOTION:
hearing for the zone change . Votes : 4 yes ; 2 no ( Proctor , Tucker ) ; 2
absent ( Halstead , Young). Ordinance will be reconsidered .

Councilman Gano asked the City Planner for the language for condition #8,
the second amendment to the ordinance . The City Attorney proposed the
following language for Exhibit C, condition #8, " The use of the storage
units shall be limited to the use by the tenants within the Woodview Village
Apartments " .

MOTION: Gano/ Rementeria that the proposed language be added to conditions
set forth for passage of this annexation .

Councilman Tucker stated that this area is not a residential area , it is
industrial . Councilman Grobey noted that the ordinance rezones it to R- 2.
Councilman Tucker asked Councilwoman Rementeria is she was referring to the
area in present tense as being residential . She said she thought the
ordinance would change it to residential if passed . Councilman Tucker asked
if she felt that renting the units to other than residents would have a
great impact . She said the development is very nice and that renting out
the storage units would only cheapen the development . She said she could
understand having the units available for the residents .

The vote on the motion : Carried unanimously .

MOTION: Gano/ Mclntosh to read the ordinance and amendments by title only .
Votes : Ayes: 4, Nays: 2 ( Proctor , Tucker ) , Absent : 2. The motion was
carried .

The City Attorney read the ordinance by title only with the two amendments
to Exhibit C, conditions #7 and #8.

The City Planner stated that if the ordinance is passed as stated , he would
request the Council to allow the applicants to come back before the council
as an amendment to the ordinance and that the council waive the $200 appli -
cation fee . The difficulty in this process is that it would have to go
through the standard notice procedures , back to the Planning Commission and
then to the Council . It would provide an opportunity for the developer to
come back before the Council to address the issue .

Councilman Gano asked how this would be made available . Mayor Hall sug-
gested they wait until he requests it . Councilman Gano stated that he did
not want the developer coming in at the next meeting asking for a change , he
said he should wait 6 months or a year after the conpletion of the project
to allow ample time for them to make known their desire to rent the units .
The City Planner said the motion , if passed , could seriously effect the
ability of the project to get off the ground . He asked that if the
applicant could demonstrate that the units should be used outside the rental
area , why can they not address the Council on this matter at the present

Councilman Gano stated the developer should have been at the meeting
tonight . Councilman Grobey asked why he was not at the meeting . The City
Planner stated he did not have an answer . Councilwoman Rementeria asked how
it could adversely effect the project when under the findings of fact
prepared by the staff , the developer feels he can rent all the units to the
residents ? The City Planner stated it would depend on how the financing is
set up, and that he did not know if this would adversely effect the
development of this project .

REPORTSFROMCITY MANAGER:

The City Manager stated that the City Attorney has a report on the
codification of the ordinances .

The City Attorney stated the City had signed an agreement with Book
Publishing Company for our codification . He said our present compilation is
on a word processing disc that we will be forwarding to them for their
review . He said we should be receiving a thorough legal analysis of the
compilation from Book Publishing and they will offer recommendations for
ordinances . Book Publishing will prepare the codification and it will take
approximately one year to complete . When the project is completed it will
be similar to the Oregon Revised Statutes . The legal department will
maintain the code after it has been completed .

REPORTFROMYAMHILL COUNTYCCMMISSICMER:

There was no report made by the County .

REPORTFROMCHAMREROiF E:

Alan Steiger , 5185 S. W. 91st , Portland , Oregon . He is the treasurer for the
Newberg Area Chamber of Commerce. The first item he reported on was the
funding of the summer position . He said they had received 12 applications
and five were interviewed . He said that the Chamber would now be open on
Saturdays during the summer. Next , he indicated that the private fund
raising for the " Welcome to Newberg " signs had begun, and that so far they
had raised about $2, 000. He said the Acquisition Committee was working on
the Chamber Auction and Wine tour which is set for June 18, 1988. He said
that Edlyshine Winery had been selected for the wine tour event and that
wines from other winerys would be available for tasting during that evening .
He said the catalog of auction items should be out in May.
Mr. Steiger stated that the major issue right now is the Extended Area
Service ( EAS). ' He said that a staff report dated April 20, 1988 has been
released to the Public Utilities Commission . He said the changes are

designed to make it more difficult for communities to obtain extended area
service . The three major changes are : ( 1) the petition signature require -
ments are now the lessor of 5, 000 or 25% of the current residents ( before it
was very limited or three elected officials could petition for extended area
service ) ; ( 2) on the community of interest criteria , they have maintained
the contiguous feature , which for Newberg would be Sherwood and Scholls ; ( 3)
they maintained the minimum inter - exchange calling volume of four calls per
local line per month between the contiguous areas and they added the condi -
tion that at least one third of the customers must make at least one call
per month to the contiguous exchange . This means that a few customers could
not be making the bulk of the calls and qualify for extended area service .
It has also be amended so there needs to be a minimum of four years between
extended area petitions . They are also recommending that the Portland metro
area be divided into three zones for calling purposes . He said the sched -
uled hearing date is May 18, 1988. He said that the consultant feels there
will be at least a 90 days extension of the hearing . He said the first
critical decision is whether extended area service should be mandatory or
optional . The staff preparing the report recommends optional EAS, so that
every telephone user has the option to pay for extended area service . The
PUC directive was non- committal to either option . Mr. Steiger said that our
consultant will be petitioning for a declaratory hearing on this issue . He
recommends heavy lobbying for mandatory EAS, because optional EAS will be
extremely expensive for those who use it . The Chamber' s advisory committee
has recommended that we hold fast to the mandatory extended area service .
Mr. Steiger told the Council if they had a strong preference they should let
the consultant know as soon as possible .

Councilman Gano asked if the PUC staff has any data on how many people who
previously never called an area started calling because of the new program .
Mr. Steiger said he was not aware of any such data . Councilwoman Rementeria
stated that the consultant had indicated when Forest Grove received extended
area service the call volume went up.

Mayor Hall asked if the Council wanted to go on record supporting the manda-
tory extended area service . Mr. Steiger stated it would strengthen the
consultant ' s position when he presents his argument to the PUC.

MOTION: Tucker / Gano for the Council to support mandatory extended area
service for Newberg . Carried unanimously .

Mayor Hall requested the City Manager to write a letter our consultant
stating the City Council strongly favors mandatory extended area service .

OLD BUSINESS:

MOTION: Gano/ Grobey to adopt the Council goals as presented . Carried
unanimously .

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Councilman Grobey asked what the correct dates were for the Council ' s work -
shop meeting and the next public hearing . The City Manager stated the
workshop was set for June 4 and the public hearing was set for June 6.

NEWBUSINESS:

Crater Lane Waterline LID . The Public Works Director passed out the
engineer ' s report and requested the Council to pass the resolution adopting
the engineer ' s report and setting the public hearing for June 6 to consider
forming an LID. He said this allow for construction of the waterline this
summer. The Public Works Director said that the property was annexed
sometime in 1979 and has been without water . He said that Mr. Hamlet ( 2900
N. Crater Lane) has requested water on several occasions and the staff
recommendation in the past was to provide a temporary service without much
success because it does not make sense . He said the Public Works Committee
proposed the construction of a city line on the extension of Oxford over to
Crater Lane. The estimated cost of this project is $35, 295, and it was
proposed that the cost be assessed to the property owners in the shaded area
of the map which was passed out at the meeting . The Public Works Director
indicated that the urban growth boundary is presently on Crater Lane, which
means that tax lot 3207- 3700 is not within the UGB, therefore it was
proposed that one half of that be included in the assessment area . He said
it was also being proposed that the property not be assessed until they want
connection or the property is developed . The City would be carrying the
cost of this project until that time .

The Mayor asked if the City would have the expense and only Hamlet paying
back his portion of $4, 504 at this time . Councilman Grobey said he could
not support this unless interest could be charged on the unassessed
portions . Councilman Gano agreed with this . Mayor Hall asked if this could
be done.

Councilman Tucker said he thought some of the property was already having
water problems and if the waterline was constructed they would probably
connect to it . Councilman Gano stated he could not see some of the property
owners coming up with the money for the assessment .

The Public Works Director stated that the only other property which has an
existing residence is Holiday and they are presently connected to the system

Councilwoman Rementeria asked if only one of the Hamlet ' s properties would
be paying at this time . She asked how the City would get Holiday to pay the
assessment if he is already hooked up to water .

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The City Attorney stated that initially he thought that interest could not
be charged on the unassessed portion because it is not owed yet . You can
only charge interest on something that is owed. He asked the Public Works
Director if the property would be assessed if the property changed hands or
only when it was developed . The Public Works Director said it would be
assessed only when developed . He said if the City put a lien on the
property it would probably be paid as a portion of the closing costs .
He said that a LID was started a couple of years ago but nothing happened
with it because Hamlet was the only one willing to pay for it .

Councilman Tucker said he thought there had to be problems somewhere else
out there with the water . The Public Works Director stated there were
properties on the comer of Crater Lane and Lynn Drive that are in the
Chehalem Water District that have a problem with low water that want to
connect to the water district . Councilman Tucker asked if the expense was
previously going to be charged up front . The Public Works Director stated
the previous project was to run from Main Street all the way up Crater Lane
and was about three times the project . Councilman Tucker asked if a resolu -
tion had been prepared for this . The City Attorney stated that the
resolution went out in the Friday packet . He stated that in order to
proceed to the public hearing in June the Council needed to approve the
engineer ' s report so that notices could be sent to each of the property
owners .

Mayor Hall asked what tax lot belonged to Toni Crater . The City Attorney
said her property was located on tax lot number 3207- 3600.

Treatment Plant since it is not in the City limits . He said the City
Attorney indicated that the Open Meetings Law says that meetings must be
held within the geographic boundaries of the governing body, or a couple of
exceptions that do not apply , or at administrative offices . The
administrative offices at the plant might be considered a meeting room.
Councilman Gano said we should annex it since there have already been two or
three meetings held there .

The City Planner asked if the Council had ever made a motion to annex the
Wastewater Treatment Plant . Councilman Grobey said the Council had not done
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so but he felt they should move ahead with this matter . The City Planner
said that now would be a good time to go ahead with this annexation .

Councilman Gano asked the Council to give serious consideration as to what
they wanted to contribute to the Chamber' s auction . Councilwoman Rementeria
suggested that the Council members offer to serve the auction dinner .
Councilman Gano said he thought we needed something for someone to bid on, a
way to make money. Counci lwoman Rementeria said it was her feeling that the
City already donates money to the Chamber and that it does not seem right to
take additional money to supply food for a meal prepared by Council members.
She said she would like to do something , maybe as individuals , but not with
City funds . Mayor Hall asked how soon they needed to know. Councilman Gano
said that the brochure would be going to print in the next week or two .

The committee has decided that
since grant funds are not available for the long range study to delay any
progress on that . The City of Newberg would be looking for additional grant
money. The committee would reconvene in December , if not sooner , to see
what progress had been made.

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In the meantime , there may be funds available for the development of
Rodger ’ s Landing . The County has been the agency in the past that has
developed Rodger ' s Landing and they are now soliciting the support of the
City . They would ask that a multi - jurisdictional application be made( the
jurisdictions being the City of Dundee, the City of Newberg and Yamhill
County ). They are requesting the City of Newberg to cooperate by furnishing
engineering services and being willing to extend sewer and water services to
the Rodger ' s Landing development .

Conflict ; Councilman Gano stated that he has a possible conflict because he
is a partner in a storage unit business located in Dundee, Oregon . He
wished to declare the conflict but thought he would not abstain from
voting . He declared the same conflict at the last meeting .

Mayor Hall asked if anyone had an objection to jurisdiction . The City
Attorney asked Mr. Steiner Christiansen to come forward so they could ask
him a few questions . Mr. Christiansen came forth and the City Attorney
asked him if he had any objections to Mr. Gano voting . The City Attorney
indicated that he had heard that Mr. Christiansen might have some objection .
He had discussed the matter with Mr. Gano. Mr. Gano, although realizing
that he did own a similar business in Dundee, Oregon , did not feel that he
had a conflict but did not wish to give any appearance of impropriety .

) Mr. Christiansen stated that although he felt Mr. Gano would vote
consciously , and not attempt to vote his economic interest , he respectfully
objected to Mr. Gano voting . He felt that conflicts of this nature were
necessarily unavoidable . He respectfully would like the record to reflect
that he did object .

Mr. Gano, after consideration of such objection , said he would abstain from
voting on this matter .

The Planning Director indicated that this project would provide for the
construction of Phase III to complete the Woodview Village Apartments resi -
dential complex . He indicated that there was 34 units in Phase I , 24 units
in Phase II and the applicant is now proposing an additional 24 units in
Phase III , for a total number of units in this complex of 82. The applicant
is also proposing that 56 storage units be constructed as part of the pro -
ject . The Planning Director indicated that the applicant has stated that
the storage units will be patronized mainly by the residents within the
residential complex . The storage units would be located adjacent to the
Smurfit franchised railway and would serve as a buffer between the railroad
and the rest of the residential complex . The City Planner presented a site
sketch to the Council and reviewed some of the design details . He indicated
that the Planning Commission made a unanimous motion recommending that the
Council approve the plan as proposed .

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The Mayor then indicated that this meeting was scheduled to discuss whether
the Council should reconsider their previous motion made at the regular
Council meeting on May 2, 1988 , in which the Council added two additional
conditions to Planning Commission ' s recommended ordinance . The two addi -
tional conditions would limit the use of the storage units to the residents
of the residential complex only and that no commercial use would be
authorized for the storage units . The second condition required the appli -
cant to construct an additional five parking spaces within the storage unit
area to accommodate additional parking .

Mr. Christiansen then provided testimony relating to the economic viability
of the project . Mr. Christiansen indicated that the project is only econom-
ically viable if there is a potential of renting all of the storage units .
He indicated that the storage units should mainly be patronized by the
residents of the Woodview Village Apartment complex , and that the residents
may be given a reduced rate on the rental of the storage units . He stated
that it would be necessary to be able to rent all of the storage units in
order to make the project economically viable . Mr. Christiansen indicated
that without the storage units his corporation considered the construction
of some additional residential units in the vicinity of the storage units
but determined that was not the most appropriate use since the railroad
track is located directly adjoining this area . He commented that the stor -
age units will provide a buffer between the railway and the rest of the
residential project .

APRIL, 1988

GENERALFUND:

As noted last month, building permit revenues are not coming in at our
original projection . It looks as though we will end the year with
approximately $48, 000 in building permit fees . This is $24, 000 less
than we had project for the end of the year .

Traffic fines are continuing to come in at a high rate . The current
month revenue of just over $5, 000 puts us at a total of $51, 630 for the
year . I estimate we will reach just over $60, 000 for the year . This
estimate falls short of our projected revenues in the budget document
by approximately $6, 000. This could result in a lower carry - over
balance for the general fund .

Interest earnings are coming in at higher than originally anticipated .
The current month revenue of $3, 200 puts us at a year to date revenue
of just over $26, 000. I anticipate projected revenues for the year to
come in at just over $35, 000. This is consistent with last month' s
projections and will have no impact on our carry - over balance .

All other revenues in the general fund have remained consistent with
last month' s projections . The changes noted above could result in a
reduction to the carry - over balance estimate by approximately $24, 000.

STATE TAX STREETFUND:

Gas tax revenues are still anticipated to come in at approximately
$15, 000 greater than our estimate included in the budget .
Additionally , interest earnings are expected to come in at
approximately $16, 000 which is $6, 000 greater than our budget .
$6, 000 less than the projected amount used in the budget .

But ,

SANITARY SEWERFUND:

User fees are coining in right on schedule ,

user fees for the fiscal year to approximate $1, 200, 000.
I still anticipate total

Miscellaneous revenues received this month were just over $4, 600. This
money was received from KCMin payment for work performed by City crews
on a problem which KCMwas responsible for . This relates to the river
outfalls . No other unusual changes in sewer fund resources were noted .

WATERFUND:

User fees are still projected to come in at approximately $917, 000. As
noted last month, interest earnings on investments will approximate
$16, 000 by the end of the year . This is substantially under budget ,
however , the projection used in the 1988- 89 budget was $15, 000. All
other revenues in the water fund appear reasonable and no significant
changes are noted .

The percentage comparison for this point in the year is 83.3 %. This
holds true for materials , services and supplies and capital outlay .
However , for personal services the percentage is 77.5 %. This is due to
the accrual of wages at the end of the year . If you have specific
questions regarding this I will explain it at the Finance Committee
meeting . Consequently , when we look at the personal services portion
of each of these budgets , we should be comparing the total to 77.5 %.
Because of the number of departments which have personal service
expenditures over the 77.5 %, I am requesting in the
resolution / ordinance section of this packet , budget transfers to cover
potential over expenditures due to personal service costs .

flEKIFFAT , FUND:

Note that only two departments exceed the 83.3 % at this point in time .
The general government is currently at 94%. As indicated in the budget
transfer request , we will need approximately $8, 500 to bring this
account into balance . The other department is the police department .
Note that I am requesting a $30, 000 transfer to cover personal service
costs . Half of this is to cover over - time expenditures and the other
half is to cover the cost of living raise given in November and other
payroll tax and fringe benefit changes incurred during the year . You
may wish to turn to the budget transfer resolution prior to completing
your review of the statement of expenditures .

Remember that all the budget transfer requests were anticipated in the
1988- 89 budget document . Therefore , the impact on our ending fund
balance should be very small , if any.

STATE TAX STREETFUND:

Personal services are at 87% of budget at this time . The City will
need to make a budget transfer to cover potential over expenditures . I
am requesting $10, 000 in the attached budget transfer resolution .
These monies will come out of the capital outlay account in the street
fund .

Materials , services and supplies are currently at 82% of budget . To be
on the safe side I am requesting a $10, 000 transfer to these accounts .
This also will come out of the capital outlay account in the street
fund . Note that the capital outlay account is way under budget at this
time .



c

All departments in the sewer fund are under budget at this time .
However, I am requesting a budget transfer into the collection
department in the amount of $20, 000. If these monies are needed , they
will likely be used for materials , services and supplies . No other
budget transfers are requested and all remaining departments are
reasonable at this time .

WATERFOND:

The non- departmental department in the water find will go over budget
by the end of the year . Therefore , I have requested a $500 transfer
into this department . The administration and plant maintenance ’

departments are both under budget at this time , however , I am
anticipating a need in the plant maintenance department .
Consequently , I am requesting $5, 000 be transferred to the plant
maintenance department . This will help cover any potential overages in
the personal services category . The distribution system department is
at 87% at this time . Note that personal service costs are at 93% of
budget at this time . As we have discussed in the past , personal
service costs in the water distribution system depend on how many crew
members of the public works crew are working in that area at any given
time . I am anticipating the need for another $40, 000 in personal
service costs by the end of the year . I am also anticipating a need
for $20, 000 in materials , services and supplies for the purchase of
pipe and materials . As a result , I am requesting a $60, 000 budget
transfer to this department . Overall I am requesting $65, 500 of
transfers in the water fund . These transfers will come out of the
reserve for contingency account .

Budget transfer to cover over - expenditures in various funds .SUBJECT:

BACKGROUND: As you know, the June 6th Council meeting is the final
Council meeting before the end of the fiscal year . Therefore , any
potential over - expenditures must be covered by budget transfers at this
time . This year has proved to be a very difficult year for estimating
personal service costs . This is due to the cost of living raise which
was retroactive to July 1, 1987 , changes in payroll tax percentages , •
and changes in our retirement percentages . Consequently , I am taking a
very conservative approach and am recommending transfers be made into
most of the departments which have personal service costs . Most of
these transfers range in the area of $2, 000 to $3, 000. However , you
will note that the police department ' s transfer request is $30, 000. A
portion of this is due to over - time costs and the remainder to the
reasons cited above . The general government account request is $8, 500,
this amount will help cover office supply expenditures and additional
training and travel costs .

For reasons stated above , and due to a tremendous amount of work being
done on the streets this year , the personal services in the state tax
street fund will need a transfer of $10, 000. With this additional work
our materials , services and supplies expenditures have also increased
resulting in a $10, 000 request for materials , supplies and services .
The monies to cover these expenditures will come from the capital
outlay account in the street fund .

The only area in the sewer fund that I am concerned about is the
collection system expenditures for pipe and materials . I am estimating
a need for $20, 000 in this account and therefore , I am requesting a
budget transfer . The monies to cover this expenditure will come from
the contingency account .

Water fund - the non-departmental department for the water fund is used
to accumulate interest payments to water customers on their accounts .
An additional $500 is requested to cover expenditures in this
department . The plant maintenance department in the water fund is
currently under budget and I am requesting a $5, 000 budget transfer in
case salaries and related payroll taxes and fringe benefits come in
higher than projected . The water fund distribution system personnel '

costs are all projected to come in at higher than the current budget
for the same reasons cited above . Consequently , a $60, 000 budget
transfer is requested .

The debt service fund budget transfer of $5, 000 will pay for interest
coupons which matured in prior years but were submitted for payment in
the current year .

The transfers into the Bancroft Bond Fund are necessary for the same
reasons stated above for the debt service fund . Wehave received
interest coupons and bonds which matured in prior years but were not
submitted for payment until the current year .

The transfer in the sewage treatment plant building fund for materials ,
services and supplies will help cover a number of miscellaneous items
which will cause these accounts to go over budget .

The hospital operating fund transfer is necessary to keep the hospital
from going over budget in personal services and materials , services and
supplies . The hospital capital improvement fund transfer is needed to
insure capital purchases do not exceed budget . Per Spike Sumner, the
increase costs are mostly generated by increased activity which was not
anticipated at the hospital . He has indicated that he hopes not to use
all of the transfers but wants to be on the safe side .

REOOMMENDanCN: I realize that the above amounts may seem quite large ,
however , we have been discussing for the last several months that
budget transfers would be necessary in a number of these accounts . I
feel that it is very important that the City not go over budget in any
department , therefore , I am being very conservative in a number of my
requests . As a result , in some cases , I have more than doubled the
amount of money I think we might need and in others , I have requested
$2, 000 where my calculated over - expenditures are less than $500.
Again , this is just a precaution and one which I feel is necessary .

Therefore , I recommend approval of the attached budget transfer
resolution .

SUBJECT:

Crater Lane Water Line L. I . D.

BACKGROUND:

The hearing for the formation of a Local Improvement District for a water line on
Crater Lane was authorized at the May Council meeting . The property owners have
been notified , and the hearing notice published in accordance with Ordinance No.
1348. Two of the three property owners have been heard from . The owner of the
majority of the district ( 57%) is not in favor of the district formation if the
assessment is to be levied now on his property . He would not remonstrate ,
however , if the assessment was deferred without interest until a building permit
was issued for each of the lots in a future subdivision . This stipulation will be
discussed further with him , based on the recommendation of the Public Works
Committee .

RECOMMENDATION:

The Public Works Committee , at its May 27, 1988 meeting recommended that the
L. I . D. be approved as stated in the City Engineer ' s report with the following
amendments:

The assessment be levied on Tax Lots 3207 - 2900 and 3207 - 3201 as listed in the
Engineer ' s report .

The assessment be levied with the payment deferred until the property is
partitioned or subdivided , or a building permit is applied for on Tax Lots
3207 - 3000 and 3207 - 3202.

2.

The assessment be levied with the payment deferred until the property is
annexed to the City , and the property partitioned or subdivided or a building
permit is applied for on Tax Lot 3207 - 3700.

3.

No interest be charged on the deferred assessments .4.

COST:

If the payment of the assessments are deferred as recommended the cost to the City
will be approximately $32, 000. This will be repaid by the property owners when
development occurs .

SUBJECT: Historic Preservation Ordinance
File No. PR- 6- 87

BACKGROUND:

As part of the City ' s periodic review notice , the City is required to
identify and provide for the preservation of historic landmarks .
Periodic review is a process required by the State to update the City ' s
comprehensive plan . The process of developing a historic ordinance was
initiated by the Newberg Historic Preservation Society , which is a non-
profit citizen group whose purpose is to educate the community on the
importance of historic preservation . The Historic Preservation Society
presented a draft ordinance to the Planning Commission approximately 3
months ago. The Planning Commission has held 3 public hearings on this
matter and has made a number of amendments to the ordinance .
On May 19, 1988 the Newberg Planning Commission made a motion
recommending to the City Council that they approve the ordinance as
drafted . This motion passed by a 5- 1 vote . The ordinance provides that
the Council may designate a list of landmarks . Any site that would be
designated as a landmark would come under the provisions of the Historic
Preservation Ordinance . The ordinance deals with two primary topics ; the
first is exterior alterations and the second is demolition permits .
Exterior alterations , other than alterations where there is no
significant change in the appearance , must be approved by the Landmarks
Commission . Under the ordinance as currently proposed the Council could
establish a wholly new committee to deal with exterior alteration and
demolition permits or the Council could appoint the Planning Commission
to be the body which reviews these permits .
A number of criteria are used in which to judge whether an exterior
alteration can be approved . Generally , exterior alterations will be
authorized if they maintain the integrity of the building . A new
standard was placed within this ordinance that is not found in any other
historic preservation ordinance around the state . This new standard is
an attempt to provide a cap or a ceiling on the potential expense that
might be incurred above and beyond standard construction costs . This can
be found under Section 7 - 1. and states that :

No requirement of this ordinance is intended to increase the
cost of construction or remodeling by more than 25%.

The ordinance cannot prohibit the demolition of any historic structure
within the City of Newberg. The ordinance can, however , delay a
demolition permit for up to 90 days , during which time alternatives may
be proposed to purchase the property outright , or to provide other
acceptable alternatives to the property owner. In any event , if the
property owner wishes to demolish the building , the ordinance will not

prohibit this action after the Commission has completed its review of the
demolition permit .
Notice of this matter has been given to property owners who potentially
might own sites which could be included in this ordinance .

Recommendation :

Open the public hearing , take testimony in favor and opposition to the
request , then forward the ordinance to the Ordinance Committee for a
detailed review .

. I own JesseEdwards property in Newberg. Not only for that reasonbut for reasons
bgyond that, I fully support the creationof an Historic PreservationOrdinance

' and relatedregulations. My family lived in Newberg for thirty-five years and
I am familiar with the rich historical and architecturalheritageof homes and
commercialbuildings that areworthy of preservation. Such regulationsshould
certainly not'^ be regardedas rigid dictatesof what owners can and cannotdo. with their properties; rather, they should be understoodas firm, useful guide-
lines. Prom the Nationat Trust on down, thereis much flexibility built into
good regulationsbut it is guided rather than haphazardflixibility .
Thereis impressiveevidencethroughoutthe United Statesthat such preservation
contributestwo major benefits: One, it makes economicand livability sensebe-causeit . encouragesthe revitalizationof existing commercialand residential
areasthat havefallen into declineand disrepairand it preventsfurther spread.
Two, It createsand maintainsawarenessof that particularcity’s heritagewith-
out which it becOnies just anothercity.

THE CITY OF NEWBERGORDAINS AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1: Title . This ordinance shall be known and may be cited as
the Historic Preservation Ordinance of the City of
Newberg, Oregon.

Purpose . The purpose of this ordinance is to :Section 2:

Safeguard the historic district ( s) , landmarks ,
buildings and sites representing significant elements
of Newberg history ;
Promote the historic , educational , cultural , economic
and general welfare of the public through the
preservation , restoration and protection of these
buildings , structures , sites , districts and objects
of historic interest within the City ;
Stabilize and improve property values within the
City ;
Foster civic pride in the accomplishments of the
past ;
Protect and enhance the City ' s attractions to
tourists and visitors ;
Strengthen the economy of the City ; and
Carry out the provisions of the Land Conservation and
Development Commission Goal 5.

Application of This Ordinance . The provisions of this
ordinance shall apply to the public sector and all
landmarks , buildings , structures , sites , districts , and
objects under public control shall be subject to the same
review as private landmarks .

Definitions . For the purpose of carrying out the intent
and purposes of the Ordinance , words , phrases and terms ,
as used herein , shall be deemed to have meaning ascribed
to them in this section :

Alteration or Alter - The addition to , removal of or from ,
or physical modifications or repair of , any exterior part
or portion of a Landmark designated by the city ;

Landmark - Properties selected from the Historic Inventory
pursuant to Section 6 of this ordinance that are
of individual importance based on architectural ,
historical , and/ or environmental criteria .
Historic Landmarks Preservation Commission . In order to
carry out the purpose and objectives of this ordinance and
to carry out such further duties and functions as may be
assigned by the City Council , a Historic Landmarks
Preservation Commission is hereby established .

Members. The Commission shall consist of at least
five ( 5) regular members, one of which shall have
same knowledge , training , or experience in historic
preservation or architecture , and such additional Ex-
Officio members as the Council may from time to time
determine by resolution . Members of the Commission
shall be appointed by the Mayor, subject to
confirmation by a majority of the Council . Ex-
Officio members shall be persons who have a special
interest or expertise in the matters which are within
the jurisdiction of the Commission . The regular
members of the Commission shall have the sole voting
power on any action taken by the Commission . All
regular members with the exception of the trained
person shall live within the Urban Growth Boundary .
Members of the Commission shall serve without
compensation . Any member who has a bias , financial

Section 7: Exterior Alterations .
Application for permit approval shall be made to the
Planning Director .

The Planning Director shall approve alteration
requests if there is no significant change in
appearance , or in original material integrity , from
the existing structure . The Commission may develop
additional ordinance criteria to guide the Planning
Director in determining what constitutes a
significant change.

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At the hearing , the Commission shall hear all
arguments and evidence in support and against the
request for an alteration and shall decide whether
the alteration of the designated Landmark should be
approved .

The Commission , after notice and public hearing ,
shall approve issuance , approve issuance with
conditions , or disapprove issuance of the permit
application for exterior alterations . The decision
of the Commission shall include and be based upon
findings of fact .
For exterior alterations of designated Landmarks , the
criteria to be used by the Commission in reaching its
decision on the permit application shall include the
following :

The distinguishing original qualities or
character of a building , structure , or site and
its environment shall not be destroyed . The
removal or alteration of any historic material
or distinctive architectural features should be
avoided when possible .
All buildings , structures , and sites shall be
recognized as products of their own time .
Alterations that have no historical basis and
which seek to create an earlier appearance shall
be discouraged .
Changes which may have taken place in the course
of time are evidence of the history and
development of a building , structure , or site
and its environment . These changes may have
acquired significance in their own right , and
this significance shall be recognized and
respected .
Distinctive stylistic features or examples of
skilled craftsmanship which characterize a
building , structure , or site shall be preserved
if possible .
Deteriorating architectural features shall be
repaired rather than replaced , whenever
possible . In the event replacement is
necessary , the new material should match the
material being replaced in composition , design ,
texture and other visual qualities . Repair or
replacement of missing architectural features
should be based on accurate duplications of
features , substantiated by historic , physical ,
or pictorial evidence rather than on conjectural
designs or the availability of different
architectural elements from other buildings or
structures .

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The surface cleaning of structures shall be
undertaken with the gentlest means possible .
Cleaning methods that will damage the historic
building materials shall not be undertaken .
Contemporary design for alterations and
additions to existing properties shall not be
discouraged when such alterations and additions
do not destroy significant historical ,
architectural , or cultural material , and such
design is compatible with the size , scale ,
material , and character of the property ,
neighborhood , or environment .
Whenever possible , new additions or alterations
to structures shall be done in such a manner
that if such additions or alterations were to be
removed in the future , the essential form and
integrity of the structure would be unimpaired .
Every reasonable effort shall be made to protect
vegetation which is specifically designated as a
Landmark.
Every reasonable effort shall be made to protect
and preserve significant archeological resources
affected by, or adjacent to any project .
Every reasonable effort shall be made to provide
a compatible use for a property which requires
minimal exterior alteration of the building ,
structure , or site and its environment , or to
use the property for its originally intended
purpose .
No requirement of this ordinance is intended to
increase the cost of construction or remodeling
by more than 25%.

New Construction . If an application is made for a permit
to build a new building within a historic district , the
Building Official shall transmit to the Planning Director
a copy of the request . The Commission shall review the
plan to determine design compatibility with structures in
the surrounding area . Contemporary designs shall not be
discouraged when they do not destroy significant
historical , architectural , or cultural material , and such
designs are compatible with the size , scale , material and
character of the district . No new structure or major
public improvement shall be constructed in a historic
district without the approval of the Commission .

SUBJECT: Proposed change to the 1988- 89 budget document prior to
adoption by the City Council .

BACKGROUND: As you know, the City is administrating the construction
of the Allen Fruit pre - treatment facility . The community development
grant requires that Allen Fruit pay $155, 000 towards the construction
of the pre - treatment facility . This money is to be paid to the City
prior to our payment to the contractors . The total amount budgeted in
the 1988- 89 budget for the pre - treatment facility was $402, 500. This
only represents the portion of the facility which will be paid for
through grant funds . The total cost of the facility is $557, 500 .
Consequently , we are short $155, 000 in revenues and expenditures in the
1988- 89 sewer fund budget to accommodate the completion of this
facility .

RECOMMENDATION: In order to remedy the situation , the City Council
will need to amend the budget document by increasing the sewer fund
revenues by $155, 000 and increasing the sewer fund construction
department by $155, 000. This will allow the City to complete the
construction of the facility without having to go out for a
supplemental budget in the fiscal year 1988- 89. A copy of the budget
ordinance with the proposed changes is enclosed for your review .

COST: With respect to this change , there is no cost to the City of
Newberg.

Revision of the language within the Newberg Zoning
Ordinance Section entitled " M- l ( Limited Industrial )
District " to allow " amphitheater " as an outright permitted
use.

SUBJECT:

File No. G- 10- 88

BACKGROUND:

A request has been received by City Staff asking which zones permit
amphitheaters within the City of Newberg. In reviewing the Newberg Zoning
Ordinance , it can be noted that amphitheaters are not listed as an
outright permitted use within any zone. Each zoning section includes a
paragraph which states that any other building or use which is similar to
those uses listed within the zone can also be authorized by the Planning
Director . Within M- l zones athletic facilities are an outright permitted
use. A case can be made than an amphitheater is similar to an athletic
facility such as a stadium , which would be an outright permitted use. In
order to clarify this issue , the Staff has requested that the Planning
Commission and Council address this issue specifically . A public hearing
has been scheduled to determine whether amphitheaters can be permitted as
an outright use within the M- l zone.
When the Planning Commission reviewed this matter , they noted that
amphitheaters could vary in size from a very small facility to a very
large facility , and that the impacts may be different depending upon the
size of the facility . After reviewing the matter , the Planning Commission
provided a motion recommending to the City Council that they authorize
amphitheaters within not only the M- l zone but the C- 2, C- 3, M- 2, and M- 3
zones , but only through a conditional use permit procedure . This motion
passed by a 4- 2 vote . Under the Planning Commission ' s recommendation , an
amphitheater may only be permitted through a conditional use permit
process . This process requires an owner and developer to provide a
specific proposal to the City of Newberg for review . Notice must then be
provided to the property owner and all adjoining property owners . The
applicant is then required to address the three conditional use permit
criteria which are as follows :

That the location , size , design and operating characteristics of
the proposed development are such that it can be made reasonably
compatible with and have minimal impact on the livability or
appropriate development of abutting properties and the
surrounding neighborhood , with consideration to be given to
harmony in scale , bulk , coverage and density ; to the
availability of public facilities and utilities ; to the
generation of traffic and the capacity of surrounding streets ,
and to any other relevant impact of the development .
That the location , design , and site planning of the proposed
development will provide a convenient and functional living ,
working , shopping or civic environment , and will be as
attractive as the nature of the use and its location and setting
warrants .

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That the preposed development will be consistent with the
objectives of the Zoning Ordinance , the Comprehensive Plan , and
any other applicable plans or policy resolutions as adopted by
the City .

If the applicant can demonstrate compliance and satisfaction of the above
mentioned criteria , then the Planning Commission can authorize a
conditional use permit for an amphitheater subject to any appeal which may
be made on this land use decision .
If amphitheaters are listed as an outright permitted use, conditions could
also be established relating to the development . As an example , it could
be specifically listed that amphitheaters are permitted provided that :

The City may
require the owner or any successive owner to provide certain levels
of traffic control and security personnel and may require that these
services be provided by uniformed police officers directly employed
by the City . The owner shall be responsible for all costs of this
service plus a 10% administrative charge to be added to the total
contract price .

In addition to these conditions , any development other than single family
or duplexes must be reviewed through the City ' s design review ordinance
where additional conditions may be attached .
The City Council has the authority to make the final decision on this
matter and may amend the Newberg Zoning Ordinance to list amphitheaters as
a permitted use or a conditional use within the M- l zone. As of this
date , notice was limited to only those properties which are located within
M- l zones or abut M- l zones. Because the notice was limited to this
specific zoning district , it will not be possible to amend the Zoning
Ordinance to include other zones without at least providing one additional
notice to the newspaper on this matter . The City Council could deal with
the issue of M- l zones , however , at this public hearing , or could continue
the matter until such time as additional notice is provided relating to
other zones.

A recommendation will be provided at the time of the public hearing .

SUBJECT;

BACKGROUND:

In November 1987 the City received an application from David Abbott to
annex two vacant parcels in Newall Addition , an unincorporated island . As
part of the application , Dr. Abbott also requested a Comprehensive Plan
Amendment and a Zone Change.

The property is county - zoned Low Density Residential 9000. It is
designated LDR ( Low Density Residential ) by the Newberg Comprehensive
Plan. Dr. Abbott is requesting a Comprehensive Plan Amendment to CCM
( Commercial ) and an implementing zone of C- 2 ( Community Commercial ). This
same designation and zone were recently applied to the applicant ' s
adjacent property to the east .
The intent of the application is to provide additional land with which to
attract a quality motel complex . As proposed , the property would be used
solely for parking and landscaping ; no commercial buildings have been
proposed .
This request was initially heard before the Planning Commission in
December. At that time residents of Newall Addition presented a number of
neighborhood concerns , including utilities , security , traffic , and noise .
Due to the number and complexity of these issues , the Planning Commission
voted to continue the hearing to their next regular meeting .
For the January 1988 Planning Commission hearing , Staff presented a report
with findings and recommendations for the annexation , with alternatives
for the land use designation i . e. residential or commercial . This report
also responded to the concerns voiced by the neighborhood .
The applicant reviewed his proposal , and presented a noise analysis for
the property which indicated its unsuitability for residential uses.
Opponents reiterated their concerns , and submitted a letter regarding the
subdivision ' s conditions , covenants , and restrictions ( CCR' s) which
require that " no structures shall be erected , altered , placed or permitted
to remain on any such lots other than one detached single family
dwelling .. . "
Through the Staff Report and in the course of the hearing , it was noted
that the issues raised dealt primarily with how the property might
develop ; such issues are not directly relevant to the Annexation request
or Comprehensive Plan Amendment request . Rather , these issues would be
addressed when a specific development proposal is submitted for design
review . Following the hearing , the Planning Commission approved the
annexation / zone charge with conditions , and forwarded their

Dear Mayor Hall and Councillors :

In accordance with the Council ' s direction of March 7,
1988 , I enclose proposed findings of fact and conclusions of law
granting approval of the above - referenced land use and annexa -
tion request , together with four additional documents for entry
into the record of this proceeding . By mutual request , Mr. Bunn
and I have made our respective materials available to each other
one day in advance of our submittal to the City . Consequently ,
these documents reflect any rebuttal argument or additional
findings deemed necessary by either of us.

These findings and conclusions are based carefully on
all criteria for such decisions set forth in the City ' s compre -
hensive plan and zoning ordinance , as well as on the oral and
written testimony presented to the Planning Commission and
Council . Further , these findings take into account the
Council ' s inherent discretion in interpreting key terms or
criteria , including " public need , " in a manner consistent with
its view of the City ' s policies , objectives and opportunities .
As Mr. Bunn now concedes , the narrow definition of public need
set forth in the Fasano case is no longer binding on Oregon
cities and counties . See Neuberaer v. City of Portland . 288 Or
155 at 170- 71, 603 P2d 771 ( 1979 ) . Instead , this Council and
other governing bodies which have elected to adopt similar
language in their own comprehensive plans or ordinances are also
free to reasonably interpret such phrases as they see fit .

In his revised submittal , Mr. Bunn continues to sug -
gest that the Council is bound in its role of setting land use
policy affecting all city residents to the private covenants

imposed on this individual parcel some 42 years ago, covenants
which took into account only the interests of the adjoining
landowners . We respectfully disagree , and instead urge the
Council to reflect on the current and future needs of the City
as a whole in deciding the future land use at this important
gateway to the City .

This is not to say , however , that such covenants will
not continue to control Mr. Abbott ' s use of this property ,
because we readily agree that they will . Rather , we ask that
the Council resolve the question of public policy at this time
so that we can provide residents of the Newall Addition with
assurances of potential future use of the property should they
agree to revise these covenants at some future date . Without
the ability to provide such assurances and the buffering PUD and
access conditions imposed by these approvals , one can understand
why some property owners would be reluctant to consider any
revisions regardless of the counterprotections offered by Dr.
Abbott and city staff .

Finally , we wish to assure the Council that we fully
expect to continue our efforts to resolve the concerns of Dr.
Abbot ' s neighbors . Since the last hearing before the Council we
have presented a detailed proposal for covenants requiring addi -
tional buffering , use limitations , and dedication of land along
Hadley Road to the Association . Although an agreement has not
been reached , negotiations will undoubtedly continue .

Thank you for the opportunity to submit these proposed
findings and conclusions , and we look forward to the Council ' s
determination .

155 , 603 P. 2d 771 ( 1979 ) ) ,
they are still a requirement of Newberg City ordinances and under
Oregon case law are still relevant considerations for the council
to consider when passing on Dr. Abbott ' s request . M. at 603
P. 2d at 779. See also LCDC Goal 2, Guideline No. 5 [ OAR 660- 15-
000 ] .

No public need exists here sufficient to mandate the
requested zone change . The motel and parking lot which Dr.
Abbott seeks to construct can adequately be placed on the parcel
of property which is already zoned commercial . There is simply
no need to expand the motel construction into a residential area .
In fact , the public interest would be harmed by construction on
property already zoned residential . Should this zone change be
allowed , it will invade eight lots of Newall Addition and put
some of the heaviest traffic of the project right into Newall
Addition itself . Even with screening one will have begun to
break down the residential nature of Newall Addition . There will
be strangers to the neighborhood using the motel causing senior
citizens and parents with small children to feel less comfortable
with the free movement within their residential area . The
suggested screening will not resolve that when the actual parking
lot for the motel is located in the Newall Addition .
Furthermore , the restrictive covenants held by the Newall
Addition property owners would be essentially worthless if this
zone change is approved .

The founders of Newall Addition contemplated its use for a

residential area . This is still its use. The subdivision was
created in approximately 1946. At that time there were few land
use laws to protect the residential nature of the area and the
creators opted for private land use guidelines through the use of
restrictive covenants limiting the area to residential use.
Those covenants say in part :

" No structures shall be erected , altered , placed or
permitted to remain on any such lots other than one
detached single family dwelling not to exceed two
stories in height and a private garage for not more
than two cars , and one out - building not to exceed 120
square feet ground floor area . "

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" Direct vehicular access from the Pacific Highway 99W
to any lots in this tract is prohibited . "

" No noxious or offensive trade or activity shall be
carried on upon any lot nor shall anything be done
thereon which may be or become an annoyance or nuisance
to the neighborhood . "

It is these covenants that Dr. Abbott would ignore with his
application . Even today with public land ' use planning in
operation , occupants of new developments often use the
restrictive covenants as an additional source of land use
protection .

Oregon law is clear that reasonable restrictive covenants
will not be negated by public land use planning of a different
designation . A landowner must comply with both the zoning
restrictions and with the restrictive covenants . In Ludgate v.
Somerville , 121 Or. 643 , 256 P. 1043 ( 1927 ) , a homeowner filed a
suit for an injunction against a fellow neighbor landowner when
the latter attempted to construct a service station upon the
property . This person defended on , among other grounds , that the
applicable zoning ordinance would permit such use of the
property . The Supreme Court affirmed the trial court ' s issuance
of an injunction enjoining such construction , holding that "[ w] e
conclude that the zoning ordinance has no validity so far as
contravenes the restrictions in question . " Id . at 649. So

it
even

if the City changes the zoning , this property could not be used
for commercial purposes . What happens , as in this case if the
two are in conflict , is merely that the property is unusable for
either use and sets up the likelihood of costly litigation .

The restrictive covenants are as sound and as necessary to
protect this area as they were in 1946. Unless they are out of
touch with sound land use planning the City should give them and
the residential nature of this property careful weight ,

ignore them and change the zone ( when they are still in effect )
simply assures litigation either between the parties in Circuit
Court or between the parties and the City at the Land Use board
of Appeals . This is clearly the case unless the City can truly
find a compelling need on sound land use criteria for this zone
change .

Response to the argument that the Newall Lots cannot be used
by Dr. Abbott for residential purposes :

V.

Dr. Abbott says that property cannot be used for residential
purposes because the highway noise is too significant . He
provides as proof that HUD, a federal agency , has lower noise
restrictions for its construction areas . However , HUD is only
one lending source and set out guidelines that were not verified
by Dr. Abbott ' s tester because no night tests were run . In
addition , we verified with two local and one State lending
institution that they would have no such restriction .

Finally , much of this property is back further from the
highway than houses already constructed and is further back than
the area where the test was taken .

Inadequacies in the application itself .
The application itself is flawed in the following ways. :
1. When asked to show the need for a zone change , the

applicant says there is a need for a motel . He doesn ' t
show there aren ' t other locations for motels and he
doesn ' t show that this motel can only be built with
this parking area .

2. His application in no significant way deals with the
effect on the residential area .

3. He gives no indication of how his use could other than
destroy the effective use of the restrictive covenants
by the property owners in the future in their entire
neighborhood .

VI.

In closing , I would summarize as follows :

1. No public need is shown for the zone change .
2. The change would invade and harm the Newall Addition

residential neighborhood in violation of land use law .
3. The application is defective as set forth above .
4. A zone change would put public land use planning in

direct conflict with earlier sound private land use
planning ( the restricive covenants ) and set up
assurances of needless litigation .
My clients support Dr. Abbott ' s ability to annex this
property and develop it for residential purposes .

Accordingly , this demonstration of compliance with the policies

and provisions of the City ' s planning documents constitutes a

de facto demonstration of compliance with the statewide planning

goals .

The sole testimony received from public agencies or

bodies is the recommendations from the Oregon Highway Division

regarding access to and from Highway 99 W, which have been

imposed as conditions of approval of the concurrent comprehen -
sive plan and zone designations . For this reason , the Council

I . INTRODUCTION.

This document constitutes findings of fact and conclu -
sions of the City Council of the City of Newberg in support of

its approval of a request for the application of a Commercial

plan designation and C- 2 Community Commercial zone designation

to two vacant parcels comprising approximately 1.23 acres in the

City of Newberg . The subject property , which was annexed to the

City by Ordinance No. , carries a city comprehensive plan

and county zone map designation of low density residential .

The property owner and petitioner for these land use

designations is Dr . David Abbott . The legal description and

specific tax lot numbers of the two independent tax lots are as

follows :

The property has a 220' frontage on Highway 99W and lies

entirely within the urban growth boundary of the City of

Newberg .

Notice of this request was provided to owners of the

subject property and all the adjoining property owners within a

distance of 250 feet . Notice was also provided within the

Newberg Graphic Newspaper and was posted on or adjoining the

subject property . Additionally , notice of this request was also

referred to all City departments , the Yamhill County Planning

Department , the Newberg Fire Department and the Newberg School

District , and the Oregon State Highway Division .

Current Uses and Land Use Designations .A.

Subject property is vacant at this time and , until

annexation , constituted a portion of an island of county terri -
tory within the Newberg city limits .

Policy No. 1: The Council relies on the findings and

analysis below addressing criteria ( 2 ) and ( 3 ) to address this

For the reasons discussed therein , the unique charac -policy .

teristics of this site are not available in the downtown core ,

and the type of commercial uses requiring such unique

characteristics - extensive highway frontage and visibility , gate -
way location and ample square footage for auto - related pur -
poses - would not typically locate in the downtown area .

Policies 3 and 4: Taken together , these policies are

supportive of new commercial designations at locations which are

( 1 ) in close proximity to existing commercial development and

( 2 ) susceptible to controlled access designed to avoid conges -
tion and hazardous conditions . First , it is noted that a major

shopping center has been developed approximately 600- 700 feet to

the west of the subject property , which the Council deems to be

within the " same area " . Second , the adjoining five acres to the

east carries a C- 2 designation and is available for immediate

commercial development .

In addition , the development of buildings on the property could

be served to further buffer residences to the north , west from

the noise of traffic on Highway 99 W, as indicated by Mr. Dubel .

Finally , access to and from Hadley Road is precluded by the

required reserved strip , thereby eliminating any potential

impacts of additional traffic in the addition itself . There is

no evidence to suggest that presence of commercial uses in

conjunction with such protection will otherwise undermine the

residential character of the existing neighborhood or diminish

rproperty values therein .
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For the foregoing reasons , the Council concludes that

the application of commercial designations , as condition , to

this property is consistent with this policy .

Urban Design / Commercial Areas

Policy 1: This policy supports the expansion of

commercial development outside the downtown core provided such

development is ( 1 ) clustered and ( 2 ) located on sites large

enough to provide adequate landscaping and offstreet parking .

With the current application of a C- 2 designation to peti -
tioner ' s remaining property and the immediate proximity of the

Springbrook Interchange shopping center , the objective of

clustering is furthered with commercial designation of these

properties . In addition , designation of this remaining area

will permit more extensive landscaping , buffering and additional

mitigation of impacts as well as ample offstreet parking . See

also response to Housing / Mix Policy 10 regarding buffering . For

these reasons , coupled with the analysis set forth under cri -
terion 3 ( Part II C below ) , consistency with this policy is

achieved .

B. Public Need.

As used in the context of this criterion , the term

" public need " is construed to mean an identified need to provide

for an additional supply of vacant developable land of suitable

size and location to meet the city ' s housing , economic develop -
ment , employment and shopping or service needs . This term also

recognizes the need to maximize the orderly and efficient

utilization of the city supply of developable land and existing

’ public facilities and services , including transportation . The

issue of compliance with this criterion received the bulk of the

attention in the proceedings before the Council and below . The
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testimony in support of the proposed designations identifies two

basis for a finding of need for commercial designation of the

subject property . The remainder of this section addresses the

Council ' s of analysis and conclusion with respect to this testi -
mony and compliance With this criteria .

First , the testimony Mr. A1 Dubel , P. E. and an expert

in acoustical analysis , indicates that existing traffic noise on

the property from Highway 99 W exceeds established state and fed -
eral guidelines and standards for such noise impacts on single

family residential dwellings . According to oral and written

testimony submitted by Mr. Dubel , this conclusion is based on

not less than 17 independent assessments at various locations on

Based on his analysis ,

Mr. Dubel concludes that any effort to provide effective protec -

the property or adjoining lands .

tion from these noise levels to residences constructed on the

property would require construction of a large earth or concrete

berm up to 12 ft . in height .

With one exception , the record includes no conflicting

testimony or evidence regarding the existence or extent of such

noise levels , the credibility of Mr. Dubel ' s technical analysis

regarding current noise levels on the property or his testimony

as to the degree of mitigation required to achieve compliance

with applicable guidelines or standards . The exception involves

=an allegation that much of the subject property is located fur -
ther to the north than the existing adjoining residence abutting

the highway . In response , Mr. Dubel expressly confirmed that a

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portion of his assessments were taken at the same distance from

Highway 99 W as this residence , and there is no evidence to sug -
gest that the mere presence of a nearby dwelling undermines

Mr. Dubel ' s conclusions regarding noise levels or required

mitigation at this property .

Testimony from Mr. Dubel further indicates that

financing would be unavailable from HUD otherwise be difficult

to obtain if noise levels at the proposed dwelling exceed Ldn

65, which his analysis confirms at this location , without the

provision of the mitigation noted above and extensive architec -
tural modifications . According to Mr. Dubel , such modifications

could increase construction costs by an estimated 15- 20 percent .

However , testimony was offered regarding the

availability of alternate financing without noise restrictions

from two unspecified local and one state financial institution .
No written evidence of such policies or the person ' s experienced

with such matters was offered , and the party offered no source

for this information . Further , there has been no suggestion

that a residence developed at this location under such alternate

financing would not incur such additional construction cost due

to occupancy or livability concerns arising from such noise

impacts . It is also apparent from the record that this property

is vacant , has been for some time and is the only portion of the

Based on the testimony of the

owner , it appears that such vacancy is due primarily to existing *

vNewall Addition which is vacant .
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noise impacts and the corresponding unsuitability of these lots

for residential use .

The Council finds the testimony of Mr. Dubel to be

credible and substantial with regard to the nature and extent of

noise impacts on the property , the degree of buffering required

to effectively mitigate such impacts for residential use and the

potential for increase construction and land costs associated

with construction of residential dwellings and the necessary

Based on this testimony and evidence , the Coun-noise barrier .

cil concludes that the property would likely remain undeveloped

if designated residential , thereby perpetuating significant

underutilization of the city ' s developable urban land base .

Further , the absence of any development of this property

deprives the city of full utilization of available municipal

sewer , water , fire and police services available to the site and

the transportation capacity available through Highway 99W.

The question remains as to what plan and zone designa -
tion would facilitate development of the property in a manner

which takes advantages of available public facilities and ser -
vices while ensuring compatibility with adjacent uses . Based on

the current application of commercial designations to the

remainder of the applicant ' s contiguous property , the extension

of PUD zone on that property to this site and the buffer and use

ylimitations imposed therein , the opportunity for consolidated

access to and from Highway 99W to the entire ownership and the

need for additional developable commercial land of adequate size

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and expressway frontage , as discussed below , the Council con -
cludes that the commercial designations applied herein are the

most appropriate to satisfy the public ' s need for full utiliza -
tion of this portion of the city ' s vacant developable land base

and existing public facilities and services infra structure .

Also , testimony has been offered regarding a need for

vacant buildable commercial parcels on Highway 99 W of sufficient

size and frontage to permit the establishment of auto - oriented

uses such as motels , restaurants , meeting or convention centers

and similar commercial operations requiring high visibility and

extensive off - street parking . According to the applicant ,

interest in the subject property for a motel , restaurant or

convention site has been expressed , due primarily to the size of

his entire ownership and its location of high visibility at the

gateway to the city . It is noted that there are no hotels or

similar transient lodging facilities east of Hulett Lane in the

city .

In addition , testimony was received from Mr. Bruce

Dixon , a realtor with extensive experience in commercial prop -
erty sales and the Highway 99 W corridor , regarding the

availability of vacant commercial property between Villa Road

and the eastern city limits . According to Mr. Dixon , he has

identified seven parcels in the area of one acre in size or more

rwith extensive highway frontage and only one such parcel - the

Moe/ Sanders property - is available for immediate development

for these specific commercial purposes . He indicates that other
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identified parcels suffer from with significant constraints such

as very limited frontage ( less than 60 feet ) , lack of services

or the need for extension fill or drainage improvements .

Also , testimony was presented that available alternate

commercial sites to meet the specific need identified above

include " one behind Taco Time and one behind Burgerville , " both

of which would appear to have no Highway 99 frontage of any

Although it was asserted that " other commercial zonekind .

sites are available , the location or characteristics of such

property was not identified , and no further testimony or evi -
dence regarding alternate sites was presented .

Based on the testimony of the applicant regarding the

substantial interest shown in his property for auto - oriented

commercial use due to its attributes of extensive frontage ,

gateway location and size , coupled with Mr. Dixon ' s testimony

regarding the very limited inventory of developable sites to

address this commercial opportunity , the Council finds that a

need exists for more than one parcel of sufficient size dem-
onstrating these particular development attributes . This

conclusion is supported by various comprehensive plan policies

particularly Economy No. 2, Housing Mix No. 10 and Urban Design

No. 17 - and the stated objective of the commercial land use

designation , which is to provide for " the wide variety of

rcommercial activities including offices , retail sales " and ser -
vices . " Further , this finding for need of sufficient land to

meet this specific commercial opportunity is expressly supported

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by the stated comprehensive plan objective for this particular

area , which specifies :

" The area along Highway 99 W east of the
Central Business District is recognized as a
potential commercial growth area ,

will serve primarily as a service type
commercial area providing for shopping cen -

As a testimony of Mr. Dixon indi -cates , however , such opportunity does not
exist at the present time due to the absence
of an adequate supply of vacant billable
parcels to meet the specific requirements of
these particular service uses ,

sequently , this decision is not only desir -
able as a matter of public policy , but is

At your request , I have conducted a study of traffic noise

on Highway 99W in front of your property as described above. The
microphone was located 25 feet north of the highway right - of - way
line on the centerline of the two adjacent lots . Traffic noise
was measured with a Larson - Davis Labs Model 700A, Type 1
Environmental Noise Analyzer . This is a computerized instrument
which samples the noise each second and records the data for
later statistical analysis . The attached computer printout shows
the data taken at the site on January 18, between 1650 and 1815
hours during the evening traffic .

The data consist of 17 each , five minute intervals with the
statistical noise levels calculated for each interval . The
overall L10, L50, and L90 noise levels are shown under the Data
Report section on the first data page. The L10 would be the noise
level equalled or exceeded 10 percent of the sample . The L10 for
an hour sample would be 6 minutes . ( 10 percent ) The LVL level in
the first data column is the Noise Equivalent Energy Level used
by the EPA and the FHWA. This quantity is designated as the Leq
level and is A- weighted . ( dBA - decibels A- scale )

The
Oregon DEQ standards are used here for comparison only , as
traffic on public roads is specifically exempted . The standard is
meant for vehicular noise radiated from one private property to
another .

However , the numbers serve to illustrate what the DEQ

From the Table , one can see that the Highway 99W noise data
exceed the FHWAcriteria , and are also above the other
illustrative criteria :. To shield a residence at this location
to meet the FHWAcriteria would require a very large and
expensive noise barrier , which at best would only work for a
single level building . HUD loan guarantees would not be available
for residential development on these lots if the noise exceeds
Ldn 65 without a barrier and special expensive architectural
design considerations . The criteria used above are reproduced and
attached to this report .

One of the main reasons for the high noise levels along 99W
is the number of heavy diesel trucks present . A hand count during
the hour 1700 to 1800 showed 32 heavy eighteen wheel type trucks .
These ranged in type from chip trucks and gas tankers , to flat
beds and 40 foot trailers .

SUBJECT: Vacation of Street and Alleyway
Applicant : Newberg School District

BACKGROUND: This matter was before the Council on May 2, 1988. The purpose
was to vacate portions of South College Street and a certain portion of East
Seventh Street . The Newberg School District is requesting this vacation .
The ordinance presented at the May 2, 1988, meeting provided that the prop -
erty was vacated upon the condition that the applicant constructs an access
road to the rear of the Renee/ Edwards Schools complex acceptable to the Fire
and Police Departments . The present access would not be closed until the
new access was constructed . The new access would be constructed no later
than the summer of 1988.

Once the street is vacated it is virtually impossible to unvacate it . I
think an agreement is unnecessary in this situation . Since the existing
access will only be closed following the construction of the new access
road , the City can indicate to the school district that they are willing to
vacate the street as soon as the new access road is constructed . By doing
it in this method we do not have to worry about any " unvacating " problems
and are assured that the school will receive proper protection in both the
fire and police area .

RECOMMENDATION: That the Council pass the following motion : MOTION: That
the matter of the vacation of South College Street between East Sixth and
East Eighth and portions of East Seventh Street be tabled until the
December, 1988 meeting . The Council wishes to express its intention to
vacate such streets when an alternate access is provided that is acceptable
to the Fire and Police Departments for emergency access . The City Manager
should notify the Council so the matter can be brought before the Council .
An additional access behind Edwards Street , which is indicated as Phase II
on the map which is attached to the memo is to be constructed no later than
the summer of 1989 .

SUBJECT: Sidewalk along Highway 99W.

Attached is a copy of our sidewalk ordinance . This ordinanceBACKGROUND:
talks about the duty of persons along streets to construct sidewalks . Section 29
talks about the requirement to build the sidewalks to be triggered by the
issuance of a building permit or an addition to the dwelling of $5, 000. We also
have adopted Section 30 which talks about the specific construction of sidewalks
along Highway 99W. It makes it the duty of all property owners along Highway 99W
to construct such a sidewalk . It lays out a scheme for which the City Council
can adopt the program . This particular ordinance was passed in 1982. As to
date , we have not formulated a plan to implement placing the sidewalks . If we
repealed this section we could rely on Section 29 to take over as the matter came
to our attention with the new buildings or additions . As well , Section 30 calls
for the date for sidewalks to be placed to be sometime in the future , meaning
that they say " the mandatory dates set by the resolution shall be in the month of
October of the following year of the resolution to provide two construction
seasons to complete the work . " This is a long period of time than it would be
under Section 29.

Considering that the Council has not adopted a plan for
placing the sidewalks on Highway 99W; considering that they have another
mechanism for enforcement in Section 29; and considering the fact that it treats
the property owners along Highway 99Wdifferent than the rest of the property
owners , namely by giving them a longer construction period , I would recommend
that you repeal this section . I would recommend relying on Section 29. It has
been over six years since the original ordinance was adopted and I think any
fuhrers that might have been present at that time to get the sidewalks in on
Highway 99W has perhaps been cooled by the passage of time . I do not mean this
sarcastically , it just seems that by handling them in the regular fashion you
would be able to get more accomplished than always coming to political turmoil
with this overall scheme. The City Engineer and the City Manager both agree with
this approach . The Ordinance \ Legislative Committee reviewed this ordinance at
their May 17, 1988 meeting and recommended approval .

AND GRASSES, PROVIDING FOR A NOTICE TO PROPERTYOWNERS, THE PLACING OR
LIENS ON PROPERTYWHENTHE CITY OF NEWBERGHAS TO CUT THOSECERTAIN BRUSHES
AND GRASSES, AND PROVIDING FOR AN EMERGENCY.

WHEREAS, the City of Newberg has enacted the Uniform Fire Code; and

WHEREAS, the previous fire code ordinance of the City of Newberg provided
for grass cutting which is not provided for in the Uniform Fire Code; and

WHEREAS, the City of Newberg is still in need of regulations for the cutting
of certain obnoxious brush and grasses within the City of Newberg ; and

WHEREAS, the Ordinance / Legislative Committee reviewed this ordinance at
their May 17 , 1988 meeting and recommended approval of said ordinance .

NOW, THEREFORE, THE CITY OF NEWBERGORDAINS AS FOLLOWS:

Brush , Grass , and Weed Control .Section 1.

The owner or occupant of all lots and parcels of land within the City
of Newberg , shall cut close to the ground and remove or destroy all
brush , grass , thistles , weeds or other rank or obnoxious vegtable
growth growing to the height of ten ( 10) inches or more on said lots or
parcels at least twice per year ; once between May 15th and June 15th ,
and once between July 15th and September 15th . These two times are a
minimum number of times and additional times may be required if the
Fire Chief of the City deems it necessary in order to control such
growth .

Section 2. Notice to Cut and Service .

If any person , firm or corporation owning , possessing , or having the
care or custody of any lot or parcel of land within the City of Newberg
shall fail or neglect to remove the said brush , grass or weeds as
hereinabove required , the Fire Chief of the City of Newberg , or his
representative shall have cause to give notice to said person , firm or
corporation to remove such brush , grass or weeds within five ( 5) days
or the City will cause the same to be done and charge the cost thereof
as a lien against the property . Such notice shall be served upon such
owner or occupant by mailing such notice by certified mail to the last
known address of such owner or occupant as shown by the records of the
Yamhill County Tax Assessor ' s Office . In lieu of mailing notice to
said owner or occupant , the City may serve such notice upon said owner
or occupant . In the event the said owner or occupant or person having
the custody and care of any lot or parcel of land within the City
cannot be located or refuses service of said certified mail , such

notice shall be posted in a conspicuous place upon said premises and a
copy thereof mailed to the last known address of the owner or
occupant .

Section 3. Non- compliance and Authority for Work to be Done.

If any person , firm or corporation owning , possessing or having care
and custody of a lot or parcel of land within the City shall fail or
neglect to destroy said brush , grass or weeds with five ( 5) days of
said notice , the Fire Chief may go upon such lots or parcels of land ,
with such assistance as he may deem necessary and destroy and eradi -
cate said brush , grass or weeds in such manner as shall be most
effective in the Fire Chief ' s judgment .

Upon completion of said work , the Fire Chief shall file with the
City Manager ' s Office an itemized statement of the cost thereof , plus
twenty - five percent ( 25%) to cover the expense of the inspection ,
overhead and enforcement of this ordinance , and the posting or service
of said notice hereinabove required ; but the minimum charge for any
lot or parcel of land shall be twenty - five dollars ( $25.00 ).

Section 5. Notice of Intent to Lien .

The City Council , after receiving an itemized statement , shall notify
the property owner by certified mail of its intent to declare the
correctness of said statement and create a lien upon the property
involved to be enforceable against said property in the same manner as
provided for the enforcement of liens for street improvements . Said
notice to property owner shall be sent not later than ten ( 10) days
prior to the matter appearing on the agenda for the regularly scheduled
council meeting .

Declaration of Correctness of Lien .Section 6.

After the matter has been before the Council at a regularly scheduled
council meeting , the Council may declare the correctness of the state -
ment and order the amount to be placed in the lien docket of the City
against the property and for it to be enforced in the same manner as
enforcement of liens for street improvements .

Dear Jack :

This is in response to your inquiry concerning the newspaper article talking
about water bill discounts . In that article the Finance Director indicated
that the City can no longer give discounts on sewer bills since the sewage
treatment plant built with EPA funds went into operation this year because
the federal agency does not allow this type of discount . I have conferred
with the Finance Director and reviewed the federal regulations concerning
this matter . The City has adopted a user charge system based on actual use.
In the process of applying for and receiving our grant to build the sewage
treatment plant we adopted this system . Wewere required to adopt a new
system of charges .

In addition to reviewing the regulations , the City contacted EPA to inquire
whether we could still give the senior citizen discount on sewage bills . It
is a violation of the regulations to give this discount , however we have
been told that new regulations are being proposed that may allow such
discount . Wewill be watching for the adoption of these regulations .

You must also keep in mind that the City doubled the water discount , thus
softening the impact that these regulations will have on the senior discount
program . By doubling the water discount , the overall discount is $1.50 less
than the previous discount .

SUBJECT: Public Hearing , VI - 4, Revision of Newberg Zoning Ordinance to allow
" amphitheater " as a permitted use.

BACKGROUND: This matter comes to you as a change to our zoning ordinance . We
have used a legislative process to bring the matter before the Council . By that ,
I mean the zone change was initiated by City staff and we have no specific appli -
cant for a zone change . In this particular matter , the City has been approached
by World Entertainment Services concerning the location of an amphitheater in
Newberg . There are presently two possible sites that could accommodate such an
amphitheater , however , I think it is fair to say that the Wert site is the most
probable site . When a legislative process concerns such limited number of actual
sites , a judicial review of the process might determine that the process was more
quasi - judicial in nature than legislative . To protect the City and its process ,
I have conferred with the City Planner and with the Department of Land
Conservation and Development . The City notified the adjacent property owners to
the sites , as well as giving the general public notice . Notification is one of
the cornerstones of fairness in a quasi - judicial process .

Another important point is ex- parte contact . We have conducted this process
without ex- parte contact . At the beginning of the public hearing on June 6,
1988, I would request that any Council person who has had ex- parte contact
declare such contact . By this I mean if you have had any contact outside a
public hearing with World Entertainment Services or citizens who have been either
for or against the amphitheater . An example would be a statement that you have
had contact with people who were against the location of an amphitheater , but it
would not interfere with your voting on this matter .

RECOMMENDATION: I would recommend that you look at this as a legislative
process . A detailed review aimed towards a certain project would be
inappropriate . However , I realize that questions concerning the particular
developer , World Entertainment Services , cannot be avoided and avoidance of this
would be unrealistic concerning the actual facts . We have protected our process
by notifying the adjacent property owners and calling for declaration of ex- parte
contacts .

As a concerned citizen of Newberg , I request that you allow the
Newberg City Council to hold further deliberations before the
scheduled July 5, 1988 vote on the proposed MI zone changes
allowing amphitheaters in MI zones .

I wish to express my opposition to the proposal to build an ampitheater in
Newberg for the following reasons :

First , because there is no evidence that Newberg will have any control
over choice of the programs to be presented should the proposal be accepted .
Decision will rest ' solely with World Entertainment Services whose primary
object , admittedly , will be to make a profit on its five - million - dollar
investment . W. E. S. says it plans to present rock and/ or country music con-
certs each week end during the simmer.
Rock is a generic term. Many of us have given little attention to what it
really consists of —especially where its lyrics are concerned . The article
attached herewith , taken from the current July 1988 issue of The Reader ’ s
Digest , sheds needed light on this subject . I trust you gentlemen will take
the time to read it and to ask yourselves if this is the image you want Newberg
and Yamhill County to project , remembering this community will have no control
as to whether or not this type of so- called music is to be presented here.

Second, I am opposed to the proposed ampitheater because the addition
of thousands of cars on 99W each' summer weekend can only exacerbate the exists
ing traffic problem through Newberg. Supporters of the proposal blithely
shrug this off by saying Newberg police will be able to handle the situation .
The actual fact of the matter is , as the recent Graphic editorial pointed out ,
even the most scientific traffic flow plans cannot avoid the inevitable result '

,

of an unbearable overload on 99^ both before and after each weekend concert ,
with all of us, the residents of Newberg, being the losers .

Third , I am opposed to the proposed ampitheater because the sale of beer
and wine during each concert must unavoidably add to the unending tragedies
resulting from drunken driving on our streets and highways .
A recent statement from the American Medical Association establishes a blood
alcohol level of . 05 as one which adversely affects one' s performance in
driving a motor vehicle —a level considerably below that accepted by our law
enforcement agencies as constituting intoxication .

SUBJECT: Written Testimony OPPOSINGthe Proposed WESAmphitheater

We attended your council meeting on July 5, 1988. Our purpose in attending the
meeting was to OPPOSEthe amphitheater World Entertainment Services ( WES) wants
to bring to Newberg. At that meeting , you told the attendees that oral
testimony had already been heard at the previous meeting but you voted to
accept written testimony regarding the amphitheater proposal until July 18,
1988. This is our testimony .

We OPPOSEthe amphitheater being built in Newberg for the following reasons :

1 ) WE FEEL IT WOULDCREATEAN INTOLERABLE " NOISE POLLUTION" IN THE VALLEY.
The fact that we are in a ' valley ' causes sound to ' reflect ' off the

mountains and back to town . We do NOT believe the ' hard shell ' they are
talking about would solve that problem . We can hear many things around town
that are already considered ' quiet ' ( i . e. the announcements at outdoor sports ,
bands playing downtown , etc . ). We don' t mind those things ; we just don' t want
to listen to rock concerts .

This group says they will hold the sound down to a certain level , but even
that would not be acceptable for our community . From information we' ve been
able to gather , these types of outdoor amphitheaters , and especially the WES
amphitheaters , play their " music " at unacceptable high volumes , even though
they usually abide by city , county & state regulations as to ' decibels '
allowed . Those allowed levels are set too high most of the time . Rock music , by
its very design , is meant to be felt as well as heard . Loud it will be!

Also , it would be difficult to ' police ' WESas to whether they were
conforming to regulations . I can see this scenario : First people have to
complain , then someone from a government agency who has authority has to
measure it , then tell them lower the volume ; if WEScould find out when they
are coming they could hold it down for those times ; then they lower it , then
they gradually start getting louder and louder again and the cycle repeats

it costs a lot of people a lot of time and money —and its just a GAME
they WILL play and are probably very good at PLAYING. In the meantime , they
will attract more kids from Portland , Salem and other surrounding areas , kids
who like loud music . This will more than pay for any fines they get . And the
people of Newberg suffer ! Once they are in and established , then its too late !

2) A ' ROCK' AMPHITHEATERDOES NOT CONFORMTO PRESENTNEWBERGENVIRONMENT.
We chose Newberg to live in because it was a quiet , laid - back type of

community where we could relax and raise our kids in a good wholesome
environment . We do not feel that the amphitheater conforms to those goals and
objectives . We have always thought that Newberg City Council and the other
people of Newberg felt the same way. We' ve talked to many people about this
subject and have found NO ONE who WANTSthe amphitheater to come to town.



3) WEFEEL THAT THE AMPHITHEATERWOULDINVITE TO NEWBERGTHE VERYTHINGS WEDO
NOTWANT:

a) Congestion ( how would Newberg handle 15, 000 people and their vehicles ?! )
We have enough congestion now, until we get a bypass .

b) Drugs ( no doubt this will increase as it has in all other similar
situations . Why create an atmosphere for it in the first place ?)

c) Crime ( crime WILL increase no matter how much " security " is increased .
Again , why create an atmosphere which will create a need for increased
" security "?)

d) Noise pollution ( already mentioned )
e) Water & sewer - handling inadequacies

4) WEDO NOTWANTTWENTY- FIVE WEEKENDROCKCONCERTSOCCURRINGFROMLATE SPRING
THROUGHEARLY FALL.
We understand that there will be about 25 weekend concerts per year which

With respect to the proposed ordinance of a zone
change on industrially zoned land in Newberg / we urge
you to vote no.

We believe the City Council has not fully evaluated
the overall impact that the proposed amphitheater would
have on our community . The obvious problems are traffic
and noise , both of which the council needs to study fully
and completely before a decision which would affect the
entire Newberg population is made. Traffic is already
congested during peak hours on 99 W - the further congestion
caused by 5, 000 cars entering and leaving the area of
Springbrook would be an unfair hardship to local residents .
Also , a main concern of ours is the increased traffic
flow that would happen on Wilsonville Road, which is
the main connecting road along the Willamette River to
Newberg from 1- 5 and 1- 205. This is already a curvy
country road which ever increasing numbers of people
and major trucks travel at excessive speeds . Adding
more traffic late at night is just asking for trouble .

Noise is a problem the city council has acknowledged ,
but says it will be held to " legal " limits as prescribed
by the State of Oregon .
