They did have an event on their site about September-November timeframe where their
private pipe from a pond was clogged and flooded their yard. They fixed that situation
around November. 
 
Due to a NEDC suit, they installed a temporary Clear Creek Systems unit to treat all of their
stormwater before it enters the ODOT pipe. Everything goes through that system and is
directly discharged into the ODOT pipe that runs under the 205.

I have completed their annual inspection for this year and they have a somewhat complicated
site. 
 
They have two ponds that collect water. 
Sandbags are around the ODOT pipe due to it back-flowing on to their property occasionally.
They did this so they could get a representative stormwater sample for their site without co-
mingling. 
 
They did have an event on their site about September-November timeframe where their
private pipe from a pond was clogged and flooded their yard. They fixed that situation around
November. 
 
Due to a NEDC suit, they installed a temporary Clear Creek Systems unit to treat all of their
stormwater before it enters the ODOT pipe. Everything goes through that system and is
directly discharged into the ODOT pipe that runs under the 205. 
 
All records indicated that they are maintaining their stormwater infrastructure properly. 
 
I can request photos from Stacy if you need them.

Just to follow-up and help with understanding of concern / issue, the Culvert has a joint
approximately 5' from the inlet end which does not seal.  


 


This condition creates numerous issues with inadequate drainage for the site, as well as
adjacent sites which are conveyed across the yard to the culvert.  The site is presently
pumping and treating stormwater and the culvert leaks prevent continuous discharge due to
backflow and leaking.  Possibly, the repair could be as simple as replacing gaskets in the
hugger band.


 


I am attaching a photo of inside the culvert showing the leaking along the joint at the bottom
of the culvert.


 


As an attempt to limit impact culvert issues to the site, a small sand bag dam has been
installed south of the culvert, attaching a photo of current conditions.

Sounds like the work on the culvert will be repairing a joint on the east side of the highway at the commercial
property. This would be the first joint 5-10ft from the inlet. Water pumped into the culvert from the site is leaking
back out. At this time it does not look like any additional culvert clearing or other work will need to be completed. 
The owners rep. did say at times they think the lake backwaters into the culvert, which also makes it difficult to
pump into and dry their site. ODOT may choose to video this pipe this summer during the dry season to check for
debris and/or other pipe issues.

Sounds like the work on the culvert will be repairing a joint on the east side of the highway at the commercial
property. This would be the first joint 5-10ft from the inlet. Water pumped into the culvert from the site is leaking
back out. At this time it does not look like any additional culvert clearing or other work will need to be completed. 
The owners rep. did say at times they think the lake backwaters into the culvert, which also makes it difficult to
pump into and dry their site. ODOT may choose to video this pipe this summer during the dry season to check for
debris and/or other pipe issues.

This condition creates numerous issues with inadequate drainage for the site, as well as
adjacent sites which are conveyed across the yard to the culvert.  The site is presently
pumping and treating stormwater and the culvert leaks prevent continuous discharge due to
backflow and leaking.  Possibly, the repair could be as simple as replacing gaskets in the
hugger band.

This condition creates numerous issues with inadequate drainage for the site, as well as adjacent sites which are conveyed across the yard to the culvert.  The site is presently pumping and treating stormwater and the culvert leaks prevent continuous

 discharge due to backflow and leaking.  Possibly, the repair could be as simple as replacing gaskets in the hugger band.








I am attaching a photo of inside the culvert showing the leaking along the joint at the bottom of the culvert.








As an attempt to limit impact culvert issues to the site, a small sand bag dam has been installed south of the culvert, attaching a photo of current conditions.

Sounds like the work on the culvert will be repairing a joint on the east side of the highway at the
commercial property. This would be the first joint 5-10ft from the inlet. Water pumped into the
culvert from the site is leaking back out.

SWPCP Review 
SWPCP Reviewed. Waddles, booms and spill kits kept in good condition and maintained accordingly. 
Maintenance of BMP’s onsite include but are not limited to closures of all dumpster/recycling bins are 
closed when not in use, closure of empty totes, containers and IBC’s stored in yard, weekly site 
inspections of BMPs including visual inspection of the facility and yard catchbasins and drainage 
pathways from neighboring properties, and sediment/debris accumulation in upper and lower pond. 
 
Site/Sampling Review 
 
Storage of metals and IBC cages outside during winter months may be impacting the exceedances of 
metals including iron and zinc.  Stormwater from the adjacent unpaved Auto Salvage 205 wrecking yard 
water continues to directly discharge beneath the fence onto the facility and into the yard and upper 
pond and is a likely contributing to the increased metals, TSS, organics, oil and grease and E. coli.    
 
In October 2019, CMS installed a 20,000-gallon CESF stormwater treatment system supplied by Clear 
Creek Systems, Inc. to ensure compliance with the 1200-Z industrial stormwater permit pending 
completion of the Tier II Corrective Action Plan approved by BES in 2019. The treatment system began 
operations in late January 2020, after two months of insufficient rainfall to fill the 20,000 holding tank 
from the lower pond.  The lower pond water level was reduced due to a blockage in the pipeline from 
the upper pond discovered in late November 2019.The blockage was removed on January 20th, 2020. 
 
Operation of the treatment unit significantly reduced the metals concentrations, which are strongly 
correlated with elevated TSS associated with the unpaved storage yard and ground down gravel.  The 
post-CESF treatment stormwater discharges are now well below  the applicable monitoring benchmarks 
including suspended solids, which was 9mg/L, a reduction to approximately 10% of the historic 
geometric mean.  The elevated zinc levels are likely indicating of soluble metal fraction. The clogged line 
from the upper pond routes water comprised entirely of offset run-on from Auto Salvage 205.  It is 
suspected the stagnant water released to the treatment tank after the pipeline was unclogged in late 
November 2019, likely contained a significant fraction of soluble Metals.  The sample on 1/29/2020, was 
the first sample from the treatment unit.  
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Action Plan 
 
This is the first sample taken post treatment system installation and with significant stagnant run-on 
water contributing from the upper pond.  In the next sample event CMS will be able to discern the effect 
of run-on constituents.  If subsequent sample has elevated zinc and pH below 7 such as the last sample, 
CMS will evaluate the effectiveness of raising the pH of the treatment system adding bicarbonate or 
other innocuous reagent.

I have completed their annual inspection for this year and they have a somewhat complicated
site. 
 
They have two ponds that collect water. 
Sandbags are around the ODOT pipe due to it back-flowing on to their property occasionally.
They did this so they could get a representative stormwater sample for their site without co-
mingling. 
 
They did have an event on their site about September-November timeframe where their
private pipe from a pond was clogged and flooded their yard. They fixed that situation around
November. 
 
Due to a NEDC suit, they installed a temporary Clear Creek Systems unit to treat all of their
stormwater before it enters the ODOT pipe. Everything goes through that system and is
directly discharged into the ODOT pipe that runs under the 205. 
 
All records indicated that they are maintaining their stormwater infrastructure properly.

Sounds like the work on the culvert will be repairing a joint on the east side of the highway at the
commercial property. This would be the first joint 5-10ft from the inlet. Water pumped into the
culvert from the site is leaking back out. At this time it does not look like any additional culvert
clearing or other work will need to be completed.  The owners rep. did say at times they think the
lake backwaters into the culvert, which also makes it difficult to pump into and dry their site. ODOT
may choose to video this pipe this summer during the dry season to check for debris and/or other
pipe issues.

Just to follow-up and help with understanding of concern / issue, the Culvert has a joint approximately 5' from the inlet end which does not seal.  








This condition creates numerous issues with inadequate drainage for the site, as well as adjacent sites which are conveyed across the yard to the culvert.  The site is presently pumping and treating stormwater and the culvert leaks prevent continuous

 discharge due to backflow and leaking.  Possibly, the repair could be as simple as replacing gaskets in the hugger band.








I am attaching a photo of inside the culvert showing the leaking along the joint at the bottom of the culvert.








As an attempt to limit impact culvert issues to the site, a small sand bag dam has been installed south of the culvert, attaching a photo of current conditions.
