A proclamation designating May 2021, as 

ASIAN AMERICAN PACIFIC ISLANDER HERITAGE MONTH
WHEREAS, Redmond recognizes diversity as strength; and
WHEREAS, Asians and Pacific Islanders have lived and worked in Oregon for more than 200 years, contributing to the state’s history, economy, and culture; and

WHEREAS, Asians and Pacific Islanders have been a part of Redmond since the City’s founding; and

WHEREAS, Asian American Pacific Islander Heritage Month is a time to celebrate the achievements and pay tribute to the generations of Asians and Pacific Islanders that have contributed to American history, society and culture; and

WHEREAS, the month of May was chosen for this heritage month to commemorate the immigration of the first Japanese to the United States on May 7, 1843, and the anniversary of the completion of the transcontinental railroad on May 10, 1869, for which the majority of the tracks were laid by Chinese immigrants; and
WHEREAS, Asian and Pacific Islander communities have persevered over discrimination, exclusion, persecution, and incarceration and continue to experience injustices today; and
WHEREAS, we recognize the generations of Asian and Pacific Islanders who have enriched Redmond’s history, local economy and cultural vibrancy, and who are instrumental to our future success.
NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED THAT the City Council of the City of Redmond, Oregon, hereby designates May 2021, as ASIAN AMERICAN PACIFIC ISLANDER HERITAGE MONTH.
