Introduction

On behalf of Chevron Environmental Management Company (Chevron), ARCADIS has prepared this
technical memorandum providing a summary of the second and third storm water sampling events
completed on January 14 and January 26, 2008 at the former Chevron Asphalt Facility Number 209293
(ESCI Site Number 1281). Storm water samples were collected in accordance with the Storm Water
Sampling Plan submitted to the Oregon Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ) in October 2007
(ARCADIS BBL, 2007) and the Response to Comments letter submitted to DEQ in January 2008
(ARCADIS, 2008).
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January 14, 2008 Storm Water Sampling Event

Summary of Field Events

The second storm water sampling event at the Asphalt Facility was conducted on January 14, 2008 by
ARCADIS personnel. During the 24 hours preceding the event, the NW Yeon Avenue rain gauge received
no rainfall, which met the dry weather conditions established in the JSCS and defined in the Storm Water
Sampling Plan (ARCADIS BBL, 2007). During the storm event, the gauge received 0.31 inches of rain
over a 3 hour period. The sampling event was conducted during a storm event as defined by the Joint
Source Control Strategy (JSCS) and the Storm Water Sampling Plan (ARCADIS BBL, 2007). Sampling
was initiated within 3 hours of the start of the storm event. Storm water samples were collected from the
following locations:

® V-33: (sample ID 209293-V33)
® V-39: (sample ID 209293-V39)

Manhole AND864 was opened during the storm event for sample collection; however, no storm water flow
was observed in the manhole. Figure 1 presents the storm water sampling locations.

Storm water samples were collected by positioning a stainless steel sampling device in the center of the
storm water flow using a storm water sampling pole. Care was taken to avoid eddies or areas of stagnant
flow. Samples were then transferred from the sampler to the sampling containers. Once adequate
volume had been collected for all of the analytical samples, the sampler was filled and a Horiba water
quality meter was used to collect water quality parameters, including temperature, pH, conductivity,
dissolved oxygen, turbidity, and oxidation reduction potential. Between sampling locations, the sampler
was decontaminated.

Storm water samples were analyzed for the following:
*  Metals by EPA method 6000/7000 series | \3
® Total Suspended Solids (TSS) by Standard Method 2540D

® Polychlorinated Biphenyls (PCB) by EPA method 8082

® Organochlorine (OC) Pesticides by EPA method 8081A
® Phthalate Esters by EPA method 8270C

®  Polycyclic Aromatic Hydrocarbons (PAH) by EPA method 8270C SIM
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* \/olatile Organic Compounds (VOC) by EPA method 8260B
® Total Petroleum Hydrocarbons (TPH) by NWTPH

Analytical Results

This section summarizes the analytical results of the first storm water sampling event. Tables 1 through 7
present the analytical results of the storm water sampling. Table 8 presents the water quality parameters
that were collected in-situ. Each analytical result was screened against the JSCS Storm Water Screening
Level Value (SLV) identified in Table 3-1 of the JSCS (USEPA/DEQ, 2005). Analytical reports from
Lancaster Laboratories are presented in Attachment 1.

Metals and TSS

Metals results are presented in Table 1. Total and dissolved metal results were compared to the SLV for
dissolved metal results with the exception of arsenic, selenium, and silver, which were compared to SLV
for total metal results. Total aluminum was detected above the SLV in sample V-33. Total aluminum,
copper, lead, and zinc were detected above the SLV in sample V-39. Dissolved metal concentrations
detected in laboratory-filtered samples V-33 and V-39 did not exceed their respective SLV. TSS results
are also reported on Table 1. There are no SLV for TSS.

PCB

PCB results are presented in Table 2. PCBs were not detected above the Method Detection Limit (MDL)
in any of the samples collected during the January 14, 2008 sampling event. With the exception of Aroclor
1232, the MDL was below the SLV for all Aroclors. The MDL for Aroclor 1232 was 0.039 micrograms per
liter (ug/!) for sample V-33 and 0.038 ug/l for sample V-39. The SLV for Aroclor 1232 is 0.034 ug/l, a
difference of 0.005 and 0.004 ug/l, respectively.

OC Pesticides

OC Pesticide results are presented in Table 3. OC Pesticides were not detected above the SLV in any of
the samples collected during the January 14, 2008 sampling event, with the exception of Total DDT, which
was detected above the SLV in both samples. For a number of OC pesticides, the MDL was above the
SLV. The lowest achievable MDL for the laboratory were used.

Phthalate Esters

Phthalate Ester results are presented in Table 4. In sample V-33, the detected concentration of bis(2-
Ethylhexyl)phthalate exceeded the SLV. Phthalate Esters were not detected above the MDL in sample V-
39 during the January 14, 2008 sampling event.
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PAH

PAH results are presented in Table 5. In sample V-33, detected concentrations of Acenaphthene,
Benzo(a)anthracene, Benzo(a)pyrene, Benzo(b)fluoranthene, Benzo(k)fluoranthene, Chrysene, Fluorene,
and Indeno(1,2,3-cd)pyrene exceeded the SLV. In sample V-39, detected concentrations of
Benzo(a)anthracene, Benzo(a)pyrene, Benzo(b)fluoranthene, Benzo(k)fluoranthene, Chrysene and
Indeno(1,2,3-cd)pyrene exceeded the SLV.

vOoC

VOC results are presented in Table 6. VOCs were not detected above the MDL in the storm water
samples collected during the January 14, 2008 sampling event. For a number of VOCs, the MDL was
above the SLV. The lowest achievable MDL for the laboratory were used.

TPH

TPH results are presented in Table 7. In sample V-33, detected concentrations of gasoline range, diesel
range, and heavy range organics exceeded the MDLs. TPH were not detected above the MDL in sample
V-39. There are no SLV for TPH.

January 26, 2008 Storm Water Sampling Event

Summary of Field Events

The third storm water sampling event at the Asphalt Facility was conducted on January 26, 2008 by
ARCADIS personnel. During the 24 hours preceding the event, the NW Yeon Avenue rain gauge received
no rainfall, which met the dry weather conditions established in the JSCS and defined in the Storm Water
Sampling Plan (ARCADIS BBL, 2007). During the storm event, the gauge received 0.66 inches of rain
over a 12 hour period. Sampling was initiated within 3 hours of the start of the storm event. The sampling
event was conducted during a storm event as defined by the JSCS and the Storm Water Sampling Plan
(ARCADIS BBL, 2007). Storm water samples were collected from the following locations:

* V-33: (sample ID 209293-V33)

* V-39: (sample ID 209293-V39)

Manhole AND864 was opened during the storm event for sample collection; however, no storm water flow
was observed in the manhole. Figure 1 presents the storm water sampling locations. Storm water samples
were collected in the same manner as those collected during the January 14, 2008 event and analyzed for
the same constituents described previously.
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Analytical Results

This section summarizes the analytical results of the second storm water sampling event. Table 8
presents the water quality parameters that were collected in-situ. Tables 1 through 7 present the
analytical results of the storm water sampling. Each analytical result was screened against the JSCS SLV
identified in Table 3-1 of the JSCS (USEPA/DEQ, 2005). The analytical reports from Lancaster
Laboratories are presented in Attachment 1.

Metals and TSS

Metals results are presented in Table 1. Total and dissolved metal results were compared to the SLV for
dissolved metal results with the exception of arsenic, selenium, and silver, which were compared to SLV
for total metal results. In sample V-33, detected concentrations of total aluminum, copper, lead, and zinc
exceeded the SLV. In sample V-39, detected concentrations of total lead and zinc exceeded the SLV.
Dissolved zinc concentrations exceeded the SLV in laboratory-filtered samples V-33 and V-39. TSS
results are also reported on Table 1. There are no SLV for TSS.

PCB

PCB results are presented in Table 2. PCBs were not detected above the MDL in any of the samples
collected during the January 26, 2008 sampling event. With the exception of Aroclor 1232, the MDL was
below the SLV for all Aroclors. The MDL for Aroclor 1232 was 0.038 micrograms per liter (ug/l) for
samples V-33 and V-39. The SLV for Aroclor 1232 is 0.034 pg/l, a difference of 0.004 ug/l.

OC Pesticides
OC Pesticide results are presented in Table 3. In sample V-39, Dieldrin and Heptachlor were detected at
concentrations exceeding the SLV. In sample V-33, detections of OC Pesticides did not exceed the SLV.

For a number of OC pesticides, the MDL was above the SLV. The lowest achievable MDL for the
laboratory were used.

Phthalate Esters

Phthalate Ester results are presented in Table 4. Phthalate Esters were not detected above the MDL in
samples V-33 and V-39 during the January 26, 2008 sampling event.

PAH

PAH results are presented in Table 5. In sample V-39, Acenaphthene, Acenaphthylene, Anthracene,
Benzo(a)anthracene, Benzo(a)pyrene, Benzo(b)fluoranthene, Benzo(k)fluoranthene, Chrysene, Fluorene,
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Indeno(1,2,3-cd)pyrene, and Phenanthrene were detected above the SLV. PAH detections in sample V-
33 did not exceed the SLV.

voC

VOC results are presented in Table 6. VOCs were not detected above the MDL in the storm water
samples collected during the January 26, 2008 sampling event with the exception of Acetone, which was
detected above the MDL but below the SLV in sample V-39.

TPH

TPH results are presented in Table 7. In sample V-33, diesel range organics were detected above the
MDL. In sample V-39, diesel range and heavy range organics were detected above the MDL. There are
no SLV for TPH.

Next Steps

The final storm water sampling event was conducted by ARCADIS on March 28, 2008. The results of the
event will be summarized in an additional technical memorandum to DEQ when they are received from the
analytical laboratory.
