You were right about getting in touch with Peter Passarelli. We contacted him and finally heard
back. It turns out the pump is down for City Well 4, and not expected to be back up and running
until mid to late April. So, WSP will postpone the sampling until then. The monitoring will be about
a month later than past events, but still within the wet season window. Will that be acceptable to
DEQ?

One other note relating to IDW, we have always had an issue of where to store the drum of purge
water until the test results are received. Peter reaffirmed yesterday that Public Works has no facility
where they can let WSP store the drum. The Clackamas Fire facility where PMW-1 is located also
does not allow us to store the drum there. So, we have been using the less than ideal approach of
transferring the water back to the HAIl offices and storing it in the basement there until we hear from
you that it is okay to dispose, at which time WasteXpress comes to pick it up. This will no longer be
possible when WSP takes over the project.

Given we now have over three years of data showing stable to declining concentrations in the water
from PMW-1, and that all concentrations even meet drinking water standards, | wonder if it would
be possible to just have WasteXpress pick up the purge water the same day it is generated. Any
thoughts on this approach?

So, WSP will postpone the sampling until
then. The monitoring will be about a month later than past events, but still within the
wet season window. Will that be acceptable to DEQ?

One other note relating to IDW, we have always had an issue of where to store the
drum of purge water until the test results are received. Peter reaffirmed yesterday
that Public Works has no facility where they can let WSP store the drum. The
Clackamas Fire facility where PMW-1 is located also does not allow us to store the
drum there. So, we have been using the less than ideal approach of transferring the
water back to the HAI offices and storing it in the basement there until we hear from
you that it is okay to dispose, at which time WasteXpress comes to pick it up. This will
no longer be possible when WSP takes over the project.

Given we now have over three years of data showing stable to declining concentrations
in the water from PMW-1, and that all concentrations even meet drinking water
standards, | wonder if it would be possible to just have WasteXpress pick up the purge
water the same day it is generated.

You were right about getting in touch with Peter Passarelli. We contacted him and finally
heard back. It turns out the pump is down for City Well 4, and not expected to be back up and
running until mid to late April. So, WSP will postpone the sampling until then. The
monitoring will be about a month later than past events, but still within the wet season
window. Will that be acceptable to DEQ?

One other note relating to IDW, we have always had an issue of where to store the drum of
purge water until the test results are received. Peter reaffirmed yesterday that Public Works
has no facility where they can let WSP store the drum. The Clackamas Fire facility where
PMW-1 is located also does not allow us to store the drum there. So, we have been using the
less than ideal approach of transferring the water back to the HAI offices and storing it in the
basement there until we hear from you that it is okay to dispose, at which time WasteXpress
comes to pick it up. This will no longer be possible when WSP takes over the project.

Given we now have over three years of data showing stable to declining concentrations in the
water from PMW-1, and that all concentrations even meet drinking water standards, I wonder
if it would be possible to just have WasteXpress pick up the purge water the same day it is
generated. Any thoughts on this approach?
