The purpose of this letter is to summarize Operations and Maintenance (O&M) activities performed by
the Oregon Department of Environmental Quality at North Ridge Estates (NRE) Superfund Site,
Operable Unit 1 (OU1) during 2023. This annual summary is required as part of CDM Federal Programs
Corporation’s (CDM’s) Operation and Maintenance Plan dated June 2020.

O&M Activities Completed in 2023

DEQ and its contractor, Apex Companies, LLC (Apex), performed a site wide inspection of the cap in
July 2023. The cap was, overall, in good condition and remains protective. The inspection did identify
several action items (i.e. vegetation, rills, gullies, etc.) that DEQ continues to work with individual
homeowners to repair. The final annual site inspection report was complete in October 2023 and
submitted to EPA.

The annual site inspection report provides details on changes in property ownership, changes to
properties (i.e. new construction, grading, tree removal, etc.), and repair or maintenance items noted on
as-built drawings. Asbestos containing material (ACM) was not identified or discovered during the
inspection.

A follow-up inspection was conducted in November 2023 to confirm maintenance and repairs at the two
on-site repositories were completed. Several other parcels were inspected to determine if identified
repairs were performed. This inspection is documented in Apex’s November 30, 2023 Memorandum
included with this letter.

DEQ spent $102,651 during the 2023 reporting period.

2023 REPOSITORY REPAIRS

On November 3, 2023, Budden’s Paving Services, LLC (Budden) completed the 2023 repairs scope of work at the
Memorial Park Repository (Parcels MBK-D and L) and Swimming Pool Repository (Parcels Al, AL, MBK-E and AG)
at the North Ridge Estates Superfund Site located in Klamath Falls, Oregon (the “Site”). The completed 2023 repairs
scope of work included the following high priority targets:

MEMORIAL PARK REPOSITORY
o Backfilled gully near the west corner of Parcel MBK-D;
o Backfilled tire tracks along Hunter’s Ridge Road south shoulder adjoining Parcel MBK-D; and
o Repaired section(s) of split rail fencing near the east central boundary of Parcel L.

SWIMMING POOL REPOSITORY
o Cleared obstructed culvert on Parcel BL adjoining Parcel AG;
o Backfilled rills throughout repository; and
¢ Repaired section(s) of split rail fencing on south side of Parcel AL.

On November 14 and 15, 2023, Apex conducted a follow-up visual inspection of the Memorial Park Repository and
Swimming Pool Repository and confirmed that Budden completed the repository scope of repairs as outlined in the
Summary of Significant Inspection Findings table found in Apex’s 2023 Annual Inspection Summary Report, North
Ridge Estates dated October 6, 2023.

SUPPLEMENTAL REPAIR CONSIDERATIONS

In addition to the repository inspections, Apex conducted a follow-up visual inspection of several parcels that were
selected based on high priority findings, including Parcels AP, H, M, MBK-G, N, WWTP and Y - road shoulders, such
as those along Hunters Ridge Road, Old Fort Road, and North Ridge Drive, were also inspected.

Apex observed several high priority findings that had been addressed by Property Owners since the recent annual
inspection, but several high priority findings remained, such as the following:

REPAIRS NEEDED (PROPERTY OWNERS)
o Parcel AP: Tire tracks present on north side of driveway;
Parcel H: Culvert obstructed and exposed geomembrane;
Parcel M: Area of sparse vegetation present east of residence;
Parcel MBK-G: Gully on north side of building and deteriorating cement asbestos board siding present;
Parcel WWTP: Gully present along central dirt road; and
Parcel Y: Trees were in distress and area of sparse vegetation;

High priority findings along road shoulders that had not been addressed by the County included:

REPAIRS NEEDED (COUNTY)
o North Ridge Drive: Exposed geomembrane along Parcel BL, depressions and obstructed culvert along
Parcel LAM:;

e Old Fort Road: Culverts blocked and standing water along Parcel AP, rill and gully along Parcel AQ,
destabilized bank along Parcel AP, rill and exposed geomembrane along Parcel AM; and
e Hunters Ridge Road: Exposed coconut fiber mat along Parcel B.

Based on these observations, Apex recommends that the Property Owners and/or County address the
aforementioned list of repairs, including but not limited to, blocked culverts along the road shoulders to enable
unimpeded stormwater flow. Field notes and representative photographic documentation of the parcels inspected
are included in the Attachments of this memorandum and may serve as a guide for the Property Owners and/or
County to locate high priority targets on private property and within public rights-of-way in need of repair.
