The Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ) has received and reviewed the document “Well Decommissioning Plan for DEQ-3(i, usg, d), EW-6, and EW-20, Troutdale Sandstone Aquifer Remedy”, dated July 21, 2006. The plan proposes to decommission five monitoring and extraction wells that are located on City of Gresham property as a result of planned expansion at the Gresham Wastewater Treatment Facility. The plan indicates that the five wells will be decommissioned by in place pressure grouting according to Oregon Water Resource Department well abandonment requirements. Extraction wells EW-6 and EW-20 are currently in pilot shut-down mode and meet the shut-down criteria recently approved by DEQ for the site. The DEQ-3 well set can be decommissioned and nearby wells will provide adequate plume monitoring.
DEQ approves the work plan for decommissioning the five wells and requests that documentation of the decommissioning be submitted to DEQ once the work is complete.
