A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF SHERWOOD GRANTING A PORTION OF A CITY-
OWNED PARCEL AS SLOPE EASEMENT TO PROTECT THE STABILITY OF A RETAINING
WALL ON TAX LOT 25132BB00302

WHEREAS, the Cedar Creek Culvert Replacement project included the construction of a
concrete retaining wall on the North side of SW Washington Street near Stella Olsen Park; and,

WHEREAS, the terrain in front of the retaining wall has a significant slope that, if changed,
could undermine the retaining wall; and,

WHEREAS, the slope is on a City owned property, tax lot 25132BB00302; and,

WHEREAS, the public improvement have been completed to plan and to City of Sherwood’s
standards.

NOW, THEREFORE, THE CITY OF SHERWOOD RESOLVES AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1: The City Council hereby finds and declares there to be a need to grant a tract of land
as slope easement for the purpose of maintaining the existing slope, and,

Section 2: The property to be granted as slope easement is 517 square feet of land contained
in tax lot 28132BB00302 as identified on Exhibit A, Legal Description, attached and
incorporated by reference, and graphically depicted in Exhibit B, Plan View, attached and
incorporated by reference (the “Property”); and,

Section 3: The Sherwood City Manager and his designees are authorized to take such actions
as are necessary to grant a slope easement on the described property.

Section 4: This resolution shall be effective upon its approval and adoption.
